The document gives an overview of the situation in Sri Lanka regarding the universal access/service.

Some characteristics of the Sri Lanka scenario relating to universal access/service are the following

· Although there is no formal obligation on the incumbent operator with regard to universal access/service, the country’s legislation and the regulatory obligation cover methods of implementing universal service obligations. It is an informal obligation on the part of the incumbent operator to be answerable to Parliament when questions are being asked by politicians, on issues relating to telephone services in the areas they represent. It is an inherent condition in the Management Agreement to serve the regional and rural areas. 

· The concept of universal service/access is not specifically referred to in the Sri Lanka Telecommunication legislation and as such no definition in this regard is available in the Act or in the operator’s license. 

· Communication bureaux in many parts of the country are operating as resellers of telephones, facsimile and internet facilities at exorbitant prices.

The Regulatory Commission has now launched a project with the fixed access operators to regulate the Communication Bureaux to enable the public to get the best possible rates and services.
