Main results

The Rapporteur’s Group for Question 6/1 met on 13 September 2000 under the chairmanship of Mr. R. Kustra, Argentina. The following conclusions were reached:

After the resignation of the Co-Rapporteur Mr. Cristian Juan Villaroel (Telefónica, Argentina), the Group is still without a Rapporteur and Co-Rapporteur. Proposals are to be made to designate a new Rapporteur and Co-Rapporteur.

Document 1/122

This document reports the results of the meeting of the Rapporteur’s Group on Question 6/1 (Madrid, 21-23 February 2000) and contains the outline of the draft report on Question 6/1.  It highlights the steps to follow to produce a document (including interconnection models/experiences) intended for developing countries based on experiences of selected developed countries (Germany,……., United Kingdom). It should take into consideration the differences which exist between them.  Currently a compilation of the information provided by the countries listed above is being undertaken, but no final report was produced for approval by this meeting.

Document 1/090

This document was presented at the Study Group 1 meeting in 1999. The document was not revised but translated because the meeting in Madrid considered it important to have it available in the three languages.

Document 1/112

This document provides an overview of interconnection in Sri Lanka, highlighting the fact that it is difficult to apply interconnection models from developed countries to developing ones and that needs also vary from one country to another. Legislative and regulatory frameworks should reflect policies of the country, and countries should be careful in developing international benchmarks for interconnection.

This document provides an overview of the telecom sector restructuring in Congo. Corrections to the French version of the document were made on:
