Main results of the meeting

The Rapporteur presented Document 1/144 highlighting its main issues.  With reference to this document, he sought further advice from the meeting as to the future action to be undertaken.  During the lively discussion, suggestions and valuable comments were made by the representatives from France, Malta, Switzerland, the Chairman of ITU-D Study Group 1 and BDT.

The representative from France shared his view that the rapid evolution of convergence could give rise to new developments, and within a few months this study question may become much more pertinent and the Rapporteur of Question 10/1 may be flooded with new country contributions.

The representative from Switzerland informed the meeting that in his country recent changes in legislation led to a broadcasting law, dealing exclusively with content matters while the telecommunication law has been extended and deals with legal issues related to technology and infrastructure of broadcasting, informatics and telecommunications.

Future work plan

The meeting agreed that convergence-related contributions and pertinent documents, regulations, acts or laws be submitted to BDT by the administrations, regulators and operators.  These contributions will be of use to the Rapporteur while the above-mentioned other inputs could be used to enhance the BDT database for reference and consultation.
