Main results

Future work plan
The draft final report is not ready, but is expected to be available soon. The political part of the document is the most sensitive one and therefore needs to be examined in a comprehensive way in order for all partners to understand that broadcasting still has an important role to play in the converging environment and democratic process.

The Chairman of Study Group 1 indicated that we should not avoid tackling the political aspects of the Question as most Questions under consideration have, at various degrees, a political connotation.

Furthermore, the results of international fora and conferences dealing with broadcasting issues are expected to complete the report. 

The Rapporteur expressed his intention to present the final report at the next Study Group meeting.
