The Rapporteur’s Group meeting on Question 8/1 met on Wednesday, 5 September 2001. Mr. Alberto Gabrielli, Chairman of Study Group 1 chaired the meeting in the absence of Mr. Lie, the Rapporteur, and Mr. Pinedo, the Co-Rapporteur.

Study of the relevant input documents

After the adoption of the agenda, Mr. Gabrielli invited the different authors of the documents to present them. 

Document 1/177

The delegate from Guinea provided information on the establishment of an independent regulatory body in Guinea. 

Document 1/182

The delegate from France indicated that their contribution would embrace several important questions currently of crucial concern to many administrations, such as legal principles applying to the development of a regulatory framework for national spectrum management, the responsibilities of the various players and the relationship between the national and international frameworks. The contribution is submitted to ITU-D Study Groups 1 and 2, so that the development sector’s comments may be reflected in the contribution to be submitted to the next meeting of ITU-R Working Party 1B in November 2001, in reply to Question 223/1 of the ITU-R. The delegate from the United States informed the meeting that INTELSAT is now a private company and this will be taken into account in the document. 

Documents 1/194, 1/198, 1/199

The delegate from Thales (France) presented these three contributions. Document 1/194 sets out the principles for a radio/video monitoring system that can be used by the regulator. Document 1/198 provides information on the main aspects involved in implementing a strategy for the planning of a spectrum management and monitoring system. Document 1/199 provides information on how regulators are coping with the convergence of the telecommunication and broadcasting fields.

Document 1/190

The delegate from Ethiopia gave an overview of the situation faced by developing countries when creating an independent regulatory body. 

Document 1/195

The delegate from the USA, presented the document, which describes in general terms how many of the issues confronting regulators are handled in the USA as information for the participants. The full document is available on the Web. 

Document 1/200

The delegate from the Central African Republic provided information on the implementation of a regulatory body in his country.

The delegate from Mauritania provided information on the policy implemented by Mauritania in order to increase competition.

The delegate from Venezuela presented the views of CONATEL on the meaning of the independence of a telecommunication regulatory body.
