Current status of work: Synthesis of the replies to the questionnaire on the impact of the introduction and utilization of new technologies on the regulatory environment of telecommunications (Document 1/205)

The Chairman informed the meeting that the Rapporteur Group on Question 9/1 had met in December 2000 in Dakar, where participants had decided that a questionnaire should be sent to all administrations and regulatory bodies to gather relevant information for the final report.

The BDT secretariat introduced Document 1/205, containing a synthesis of the replies received to the questionnaire on the impact of the introduction and utilization of new technologies on the regulatory environment of telecommunications. The questionnaire had been sent out by circular letter of 9 May 2001. To date, 43 replies had been received from Member States and national regulatory authorities. The list of countries and regulatory bodies that had replied was annexed to Document 1/205. A few more replies had been received after 10 July, which could be taken into account in the analysis.

The representative of the secretariat informed delegates that they could find a collection of all the replies received on the ITU website in the original languages. Document 1/205 was a starting point, but it was important to decide whether the information collected should be used for a report or recommendations to WTDC‑02.

In reply to a question by the delegate of Costa Rica suggesting that the final report on Document 1/205 should be prepared by BDT, the secretariat said that normally, according to BDT's working methods, that type of report was a task to be executed under the programmes and not by the study groups. According to the working methods of the study groups, analysis of information of the kind available for Question 9/1 was the rapporteur's task. The secretariat undertook to look into the possibility of carrying out this task and to give a reply in Plenary the following Friday (7 July 2001).

A representative of CONATEL Venezuela suggested that the general regulatory aspect be mentioned in Document 1/205.

Study of relevant input documents

Documents 1/194 and 1/198 by Thales Communications (France) were not introduced, having already been introduced in connection with Question 8/1.

Document 1/217 by Venezuela was introduced by the Chairman.

The delegate of Costa Rica requested clarification regarding the problem of tariffs for telephony and Internet services with the implementation of this technology (in the 3 400 and 3 600 MHz bands), since those bands were allocated for local fixed telephony but could be used for the Internet.

In Venezuela, the technology in question can be used for fixed telephony and Internet alike. Tariffs are a matter for the competitive market. This is known as a "combo", i.e. a single tariff for telephone and Internet service.

The delegate of Cuba asked whether there were any problems in regard to the traffic generated on this access network, and whether it increased the cost. Venezuela said that such problems had not arisen since there was only one operator employing the technology with test clients. With regard to the cost of the terminal equipment, operators reported that they were higher with this access technology.
