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Observation on the report

The fourth paragraph of § 3.3 in Chapter I reads as follows:

"In some cases, "public service" is used instead of "universal service". This … public payphones."

In the past, the term "public service" was used to designate services provided by the public operator to a State administration, the other customers (professional or residential subscribers) belonging to the private sector.

Therefore, in order to remain consistent with the definition of the title of Question 7/1 and of the terms used in the report, Burkina Faso proposes that "public service" be replaced by "universal access". The paragraph in question would thus become: 

"In some cases, "universal access" is used instead of "universal service". This … public payphones."

Amendment to § 4 submitted by Mr Pape Gorgui Touré of the Telecommunication Development Bureau (BDT) (Document 1/RGQ7/018)

The amendment submitted by Mr Pape Gorgui Touré of BDT relates to the costing methodology for universal service provision, and to transparency and equity of universal service provision by the various operators.

The arrangements adopted in Burkina Faso for the provision and financing of the universal access service (see case study on Burkina Faso in Chapter III of the report) reveal the following:

transparency in provision of the service;

no cross-subsidization of provision of the service;

all public operators participate in the financing of the universal access service.
