Abstract

This contribution is a follow-up to an earlier contribution that was discussed by the Q17/4 meeting in Boston, 5-8 September 2000. The next level of detail is presented for consideration in the development of proposed Recommendation M.ieps. Service management functions across the X-interface for IEPS communications over Internet-based multimedia services is the focus of this contribution. 

1. Introduction

New proposed Recommendation M.ieps will define the requirements for the TMN X-interface at the Service Management Layer for interderdomain management of IEPS communications.  Interchange of critical IEPS service management data will be required between service providers and government/industry IEPS operation coordinating centers internationally, nationally, and regionally.  Emergency situations requiring support from IEPS communications capabilities can occur anywhere at anytime.  Resources to support IEPS communications need to be inherent and readily activated in the public networking infrastructure.  The means of access to critical service management information needs to be flexible and simple.  

2. Discussion

Further definition will be required to accommodate the various management functions identified below and data types that could be applied.  A list of candidate functions for IEPS service management was discussed at the Q17/4 Rapporteur meeting in Boston, 5-8 September  2000.  The annotated results of these discussions and additional comments are italicized below:

· Registration of authorized users- (create, modify, delete)-Configuration
· Monitoring of service performance-as specified in M.QoS – Performance
· Identification of security breaches and unauthorized use of IEPS-security requirement, i.e., authorization, authentication, encryption (digital signatures), access control)
· Activation/deactivation of IEPS services or priority levels in specific regions-ability to enable IEPS for the region of the disaster – configuration

· Reports of failure points in telecommunications infrastructure

· Status of recovery actions – estimated time to repair

· Interchange of critical data related to recovery operations – availability of services-configuration

· Reports of usage and billing information

3. Conclusion

This contribution represents a subset of functions and additional thoughts for consideration and discussion by ITU-T Q17/4 in the development of proposed Recommendation M.ieps.
