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1
Opening of the meeting

The meeting of the Rapporteur Group on Question 9/1 was held in Dakar on 5 December 2000. It was attended by nine participants representing nine countries. The list of participants is contained in Annex 1. The Rapporteur, Mr Mactar Seck of Senegal, opened the meeting, welcomed participants and recalled that, at the meeting held in Geneva in September 2000, the decision had been taken to group existing synergies, given the considerable complexity of Question 9/1, and the fact that the regulatory impact of new technologies could not be addressed without also considering the technical aspects of the technologies in question.

He expressed regret that there were not more contributions on the subject from developing countries, and noted that the objective of the meeting was to focus the group's future work.

2
Approval of the agenda

The agenda (Document 1/RGQ9/OJ/001) was approved, and is set out in Annex 2.

3
Progress report

Documents 1/154 "Progress report on Question 9/1" and 1/REP/020 "Report of the Rapporteur Group meeting on Question 9/1" were introduced by the Rapporteur. He stressed that it was important for the developing countries to participate in the study of the Question. Lack of participation in the studies was liable to call into question the future existence of the ITU‑D study groups.

4
Proposed outline of final report on Question 9/1

Document 1/RGQ9/007 "Table of contents of final report on Question 9/1" was introduced by the Rapporteur, who invited participants to discuss the various technologies and services to be considered in the report.

The delegate of France recalled that the handbook on new technologies and new services, which had been approved by Study Group 2 at its meeting in September 2000 and was in the process of being published by BDT, dealt with all the technical aspects of new technologies and services, but not with regulatory issues. He proposed that the table of contents of the handbook be consulted with a view to choosing the technologies and services to be considered under Question 9/1. It would also be necessary to identify the regulatory aspects of the technologies and services.

The meeting therefore reviewed the table of contents of the handbook and selected the following technologies and services for consideration in the report:

–
wireless local loop;

–
GMPCS;

–
third-generation cellular systems;

–
IP technology and services;

–
regulatory aspects of introduction of IP:

–
broadcasting services.

The meeting also agreed that the title of the report should be: "Report on Question 9/1: Impact of the introduction and utilization of technologies on the regulatory environment of telecommunications" (the term "new" would thus be dropped).

5
Analysis of contributions received

Document 1/RGQ/008 "Contribution by Comoros" was introduced by the representative of Comoros and noted by the group. Contributions 1/116, 1/140, 1/151 and 1/160 were not introduced, as they had already been introduced and discussed at the meeting of Study Group 1 in September 2000.

6
Future work programme

The Rapporteur stressed that many countries which had promised contributions had failed to submit them. BDT would send reminders to the countries in question. Furthermore, it was essential that the report should reflect the feeling of all the developing countries.

He recalled that the report's conclusions should give rise to draft recommendations for each service, for consideration by Study Group 1 at its next meeting in September 2001 and approval by the World Telecommunication Development Conference in 2002.

He then proposed that each of the participants in the group assume responsibility for the study of a given technology or service. Each participant having expressed their views in that respect, the tasks were divided up among the members of the group as reflected in the table in Annex 3. The aspects not covered by the table would be taken on by Senegal. The Rapporteur undertook to provide a template for the preparation of contributions, so as to facilitate the work of the participants. He also requested participants to send the BDT secretariat the reports of any meetings held in Africa having a bearing on Question 9/1.

The representative of Thomson proposed that the BDT secretariat should send a questionnaire to all the regulatory bodies of the developing countries. The questionnaire should not duplicate the data already available in BDT, but would be specific to each technology, contain precise and simple questions, and elicit replies which would be easy to exploit. He also offered to provide information on the subject as it had been tackled in Europe, and to ask for information from the countries of the 

Americas, Eastern Europe, the Arab States and the APT countries. A drafting group, made up of the Rapporteur and the representatives of Thomson, Togo and Niger, was established to draw up the draft questionnaire (Annex 4).

With regard to the future work programme, the group earmarked the following dates:

–
late December 2000/early January 2001: BDT secretariat will dispatch questionnaire to countries, in the three languages;

–
mid‑February 2001: deadline for replies to questionnaire;

–
early March 2001: the experts responsible for each technology or service will send their reports to the BDT secretariat;

–
late March 2001: the group will hold its last meeting in order to finalize the report, which will have been consolidated by the Rapporteur;

–
June 2001: the Rapporteur will provide the BDT secretariat with the final version of the report and the draft recommendations.

The Rapporteur proposed that the group's next meeting be held in an African country other than Senegal. The representative of Chad offered to host the meeting. That offer would have to be confirmed by the BDT secretariat. The dates selected would be communicated to the members of the group by the BDT secretariat as soon as possible.

Closure of the meeting

The Rapporteur, Mr Seck, thanked all the participants for the valuable results achieved and declared the meeting closed.
