to review urgently the above texts  with the objective of initiating studies in ITU-R on the regulatory, technical and operational requirements for emergency communications in sparsely populated, uninhabited or remote areas;


to encourage active participation of developing countries in these studies;


to advise on how this issue could be included in a future WRC to incorporate the necessary provisions for the implementation of emergency communications covering sparsely populated, uninhabited or remote areas in the Radio Regulations;


to keep ITU-D Study Group 2 informed of the progress achieved.
