At its meeting held in Geneva on 9 September 1999, the Rapporteur Group on Question 14/2 considered Documents ITU�D/2/61 submitted by the Rapporteur for Question 14/2, Mr David Wright, and ITU�D/2/109 submitted by the Brazilian delegation.

Following its discussions, the Group wishes to bring the content of both documents to the notice of Study Group 2, in particular the subsection of Document ITU�D/2/61 headed "Universal service obligation (USO)", which could have a bearing on Question 7/1 of Study Group 1, and sections 3.2 and 3.4 of Document ITU�D/2/109, especially as they relate to possible action by the regulatory body. As comments were also made on the desirability of including in the specific mandate of an independent regulatory body measures to promote the establishment of policies developing and sustaining telemedicine, it was considered appropriate to refer the matter to the Rapporteur for Question 8/1.
