ITU-T thanks for the liaison statement informing us about the ITU-D project concerning the creation of a teletraffic handbook for use in the developing countries. Our group received the presentation of this project at our previous meeting in Valladolid and announced already then our willingness to participate.

In the meantime we have appointed a Chairman (Mr. Biorn Veiro) and a Vice-Chairman (Mr. Jose Enriquez, Telefonica I+D, Spain).
