Liaison Statement to ITU-D Study Group 2

Status of Work on the Land Mobile Handbook 

Working Party 8A would like to inform ITU-D SG 2 on the status of work on the development of the Land Mobile Handbook and encourages the participation of their members in the work of the Land Mobile Handbook Correspondence Group to ensure that ITU-D requirements are well covered.  To date, two volumes of the Land Mobile Handbook have been published, Volume 1: Wireless Local Loop, and Volume 2: Principles and Approaches on Evolution to IMT‑2000/FPLMTS. A new revision to Volume 1 is scheduled to be completed this year. This revision is based on the work of the JRG 8A-9B to meet major changes in the market including the explosive growth of Internet application and the increasing need to provide universal access to the Internet in most parts of the world. Also to cover requirements of new broadband wireless access and nomadic wireless access systems. In addition, work is in progress for the development of new volumes: Volume 3: Dispatch and Paging Systems and Volume 4: Transport Information and Control Systems (TICS). The work on the Handbook is being carried out by correspondence. As in the past, members of the Correspondence Groups are informed by e-mail when new text is posted on the site.  Draft text is revised and finalised based on the comments received from the members of the Correspondence Group. WP 8A can approve a volume for publication during its normal meetings or by the Chairman of WP 8A between meetings, after a full endorsement by the Correspondence Group. Editors have the responsibility of carrying out the major tasks of preparing and compiling text for the Handbook. The list of the Editors and associated topics is provided in the following Table:
