It is recommended to continue the work on the reference book on xDSL to include the progress in the standardization, development and application of xDSL technologies.

It is recommended to establish technical xDSL descriptions either as a separate publication or as an annex to the reference book. At present a technical description of the different technologies is not included in the reference book.
