TO EXCHANGE EXPERIENCES TO INCREASE TEACHERS PARTICIPATION IN INTERNET USE FOR DISTANCE LEARNING

Action required: The participants are invited to exchange experiences regarding actions in Internet use for Distance Learning.

Abstract: Internet is being used for distance learning, so teachers have the opportunity to show your courses to a globalized market, and to increase their possibilities of work. 

Technical limitations exist for perfect applications, so the use of these tools will allow the identification, development and improvement of the technologies to surpass them.

INICTEL Institute dedicated to research and training is using these internet tools, according to the guidelines laid down by international organisms, such as the ITU.  We consider the exchange of experiences with others countries very important, in order to increase the teachers participation. 

DESCRIPTION

INICTEL is using this tool to develop and provide Telecommunications Courses for post and under graduate university students; as well as, for training of Universities and High Schools Teachers; our goal is to have procedures for training teachers in internet use for distance learning.

CHARACTERISTICS OF PREVIOUS WORK

In 1997 we began our first formal experiences with the Course "Web Pages Design". The next year we developed the Course "Windows 98 ", having as teacher the Eng. Alex Padilla, of Bolivian nationality, from Sucre City, which we never met personally only by the internet; 469 people from all over the world participated and they participated in discussions between professors and students through a Virtual Seminar, as well as to submit the final examination by internet. 

At present we are in charge of the Hispano-American Association of Research Centers and Companies of Telecommunications (AHCIET), and of the development of  the Course “Systems of Personal Communications”.

Our experiences have been applied to university teaching, and we now have the following experimental Courses: "Radiations" for Safety Engineering; "Telecommunications" for Electronics Engineering, and "Human Physiology " for Medical Education.

For secondary education, with the participation of a specialized teacher, we have developed a Prototype Course about "Mathematics". 

Now we begin a Teachers Training Programme.
