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Documents 2/011-E and 2/048-E - Amateur Services


It has been noted that the two documents are not relevant to the SG Question. Similar requests for sponsorship of training should be directed to the BDT Director. In particular it was noted that the request is related with VAP Programme 2.


Analyze the question and its expected outputs


The question as presented in document 2/019-E (Definition of Questions) has been presented. No revisions were suggested and the terms of reference as described in the document were approved.


Evaluate the experience of the last cycle


It has been noted that the main problem in  the previous SG cycle has been the lack of active participation in the activity.


In order to address the problem noted above, as well as to improve the efficiency of the work, the question will be handled as much as possible electronically.


Identify Associate Rapporteurs and active collaborators


A network of interested participants is being set-up. So far 35 participants from 31 developing Countries have already been identified. They include participants from LDCs, from the traditional Telecommunication Sector as well as the Broadcasting Sector. Additional interested participants have been invited to contact the Rapporteur or the BDT/HRD Division.

The Syrian Representative recommended that the BDT specialists in Human Resources - at the Headquarters and in-field - be automatically part of the network of active collaborators. He noted that the previous SG cycle partially lacked this important coordination. The BDT focal point for the question noted that the implementation of this suggestion will be greatly facilitated by the use of the electronic facilities.


Study Rapporteur’s proposal (Doc 2/002-E)


Document 2/002-E (Status report and preliminary work plan) has been presented. The preliminary work plan has been mentioned - noting in particular the relationship between question Q15/2 and the mandate of the ITU Centers Of Excellence project�. The document was approved.
