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1.	Opening of the Meeting

The first plenary meeting was opened by the Chairman, Mr. Nabil  Kisrawi (Syria), who welcomed the participants to the first meeting of ITU-D Study Group 2 in the cycle 1998-2002 in the presence of four Vice-Chairmen:��-	Mr. David Barr (Canada)�-	Mr. Vadim Nozdrin (Russia)�-	Mr. Gomes Zita (Mozambique)�-	Mr. Mohamed Ali Yusoff (Malaysia)��Mr. Edgar Borg (Malta), the fifth Vice-Chairman, was unable to attend this meeting due to a previous engagement.  The Chairman stressed the importance of this meeting and described the areas of work that would be examined by this Study Group meeting, emphasising the need to achieve the ambitious results within the three-day programme of this meeting.

	The meeting was attended by 127 delegates from 68 Administrations and organizations (see Annex 1).

	The Director of BDT, Mr. Ahmed Laouyane, also welcomed the participants to this inaugural first meeting of Study Group 2 in this cycle stressing the importance of the results of the World Telecommunication Development Conference (WTDC-98) of particular concern to Study Group 2:��- 	the election of a Chairman and five Vice-Chairmen each representing an ITU �	development region;�-	the importance, and the number of questions to be handled by the Study Group, and those 	topics to be handled by the BDT as a regular activity;�-	the importance of electronic document handling.��The opening remarks of the Director are attached as Annex 2 to this report.

	The Chairman introduced the proposed Agenda, as well as the proposed timetable for the three-day meeting, calling for two Plenary Meetings only, one in the morning of Monday 7 September and the second and last in the afternoon of Wednesday 9 September.  Both were approved with minor adjustments.  The Agenda and Timetable of the meeting are attached here as Annex 3.

	At the request of the Chairman, the UK Delegation volunteered Mr. T. Jeacock, to assist the Chairman as a Rapporteur for the minutes of the Study Group meeting.

2.	Progress of the work

In accordance with the approved Agenda and taking into consideration the totality of input documents to the meeting (Annex 4 here attached represents a full list of all documents presented to be handled by this meeting).  The following was achieved as regards the different Agenda items.

2.1	Report of Study Group 2 to WTDC-98

The Chairman introduced Document 2/014 which represents Study Group 2 Report of the last cycle to the WTDC-98, as approved by the Conference, and which will be considered, as appropriate and relevant in future work of the Study Group.  The meeting took note of this important document.

2.2	Results of WTDC-98

2.2.1	The Chairman referred to Pages 28-30 of document 2/015 representing Resolution 3 of the WTDC-98  which defined the Terms of Reference of both Study Groups 1 and 2  and which should be observed by Study Group 2 in its progress of work.  The meeting took note of this important text in Document 2/015 relevant to the Terms of Reference of Study Group 2.

2.2.2	The Chairman then introduced Document 2/033 relevant to the future of Question 13/2 with a proposal to split this Question in two parts with the justification for such a proposal.

2.2.3	The Chairman referred to Document 2/019 which represents those questions assigned by the WTDC-98 to Study Group 2 for its work. The meeting took note of all assigned Questions and accepted the proposal of the Chairman to split Question 13/2 in two parts in order to transfer the regulatory and policy issues of this Question to Study Group 1 and to modify Question 11/2 to include those technical parts of Question 13/2 in this Question, taking into consideration that the TDAB meeting, prior to the Study Group 2 meeting, endorsed such a proposal pending approval by both Study Groups.

2.2.4	Mr. L. Engvall (ITC) indicated that ITC would be willing to support Study Group 2 on teletraffic engineering matters.

�2.2.5	Mr. G. Dupont (UNESCO) enquired about a Question on teletraining submitted by UNESCO and which he wished to introduce again. The Chairman suggested that the proposal will be handled by the Valletta Action Plan Programme 6. The BDT Director proposed to keep the issue open.

2.2.6	The Chairman introduced Document 2/020 which contains a list of those Recommendations adopted by Study Group 2 in the last cycle and approved by WTDC-98, and which are within the mandate of Study Group 2, and for which Study Group 2 will be responsible for its maintenance and revision, if so decided in the future.  The meeting took note of these Recommendations.

2.2.7	The Chairman referred the meeting to pages 31-42 of Document 2/015 presenting the procedures to be applied by the two ITU-D Study Groups in their regular work (see Resolution 4 of WTDC-98).  The meeting took note of this important Resolution which will guide all Study Group activities.

2.3	Results of the TDAB meeting 3-4 September 1998

2.3.1	The Chief of the PSP Department, Mr. H. Pieterse, presented a verbal résumé (owing to insufficient time to develop the Final Report of the meeting) of the main results of this meeting of particular interest to Study Group 2, and which are relevant to both Questions 15/2 (HRD/HRM) and 16/2 (Development of Handbooks), as well as a résumé of the results of both the Task Force Group meeting on Gender Issues and the TDAB Sub-Group on Private Sector Development Issues, both meetings the Task Force and of the Sub-Working Group of TDAB, were held immediately before the TDAB (1-2 September 1998 for the Task Force and 2 September for the Sub-Group).

2.3.2	The meeting took note of these results and agreed to revert to the results of both the Task Force for Gender Issues and the TDAB Sub-Working Group on the Private Sector under Agenda items 9 and 11 at the last session of the Study Group 2 Plenary Meeting.  However, the meeting decided to  discuss to the issue of creating a TDAB Sub-Group on HRM and HRD at the end of this Plenary Meeting.

2.4.	Study Group work organization (Document 2/018)

The Chairman introduced Document 2/018, which contains the Study Group management proposals as a result from its preparatory meeting in July, relevant to the following issues. ��2.4.1	The Structure of the Study Group

The meeting agreed with the proposal of the Study Group 2 management team that no working parties will be created, and these will be replaced by enhanced Rapporteurs’ meetings behaving as Working Parties (this might include interpretation, if needed, within the budget constraints).

2.4.2	The role of the Study Group vis-à-vis topics to be dealt with by Focus Groups

The meeting agreed with the proposal of the Study Group 2 management team, taking into consideration that Focus Groups will be created to solve particular issues in a very short and expeditious manner, and that the BDT Secretariat will handle all relevant issues assigned to Focus Groups within its operational plan (see Annex 1 to the Valetta Action Plan), as follows:

a)	Maintenance-oriented investments - information and computer-aided tools for evaluation of 	expansion/maintenance needs of bids for procurement of equipment�b)	Guidelines/procedures for improving efficiency of maintenance of software SPC switches�c)	Computer-aided tools and error-free traffic data acquisition procedures for strengthening the 	traffic administration systems of SPC switches to serve the needs of competitive 	telecommunication markets.

These three topics will be handled by the BDT regional office for Asia and Pacific as part of the BDT’s operational plan and Mr. M.A. Yusoff, the Vice-Chairman of Study Group 2 for Asia, will forward any relevant results to the Study Group Meetings in the future.��d)	Using telecommunication and telematics to enhance learning environments for 	development (this topic was proposed at the WTDC-98 by UNESCO)�e)	Collaboration between sectors of public interest and telecommunication operators�g)	Study of various mechanisms by which to promote the development of new 	telecommunication technologies for rural applications��These three topics will be handled by the BDT Secretariat as part of its operational plan, any relevant results will be reported back to the Study Group meetings in the future.

Topic f) “Year 2000 - Millennium problem” - The BDT Secretariat in close collaboration with the ITU-T Focus Group on the same subject, and in consultation with the Chairman, started relevant activities on this topic due to its urgency with an expected termination prior to the end of 1999.  This subject will be discussed again under Agenda item 10.

2.4.3	The relation of the Study Group with the relevant Valetta Action Plan

The meeting agreed with the proposal of the Study Group management team and welcomed any relevant inputs by the BDT Secretariat to the work of the Study Group.

2.4.4.	The role of the Vice-Chairmen

The meeting endorsed the proposal of the Study Group management team on the role of the Vice-Chairmen within their respective region.  It also endorsed the spirit of the Memorandum by the African countries attending the former meetings of ITU-D Study Group 2 contained in Document 2/016.  The Vice-Chairmen were encouraged to provide inputs on issues relevant to any Study Group 2 Question representing the views of their regions.



2.4.5	The role of the Rapporteurs and their nominations

2.4.5.1	The meeting endorsed the proposals of the Study Group management team as regards their extended role.  They will report directly to the Plenary of the Study Group and they will be given all necessary support.

2.4.5.2	The meeting agreed to set up an open Working Group co-chaired by the Chairmen of both Study Groups 1 and 2 (pending approval by Study Group 1) entrusted with the task of preparing guidelines for the activities and responsibilities of Rapporteurs with the enhanced role, inspired by the same guidelines used in the standardization sector. The draft guidelines will be submitted to the TDAB for its consideration and adoption.

2.4.5.3	The meeting agreed unanimously to the proposal of the Study Group management team as regards the nomination of various rapporteurs to all Study Group 2 Questions, who volunteered to bear the responsibilities for such tasks, as follows:��Question 9/2:		Mr. N. 2.5	Allocation of Input Documents (Document 2/ADM/003)

The meeting approved the preliminary distribution of input documents as proposed authorizing the nominated Rapporteurs to take note of such distribution with any adjustment if so needed.



2.6	Creation of a Sub-Group within Study Group 2 on HRD/HRM

The UK Delegation referred to the verbal report on the results of the TDAB meeting regarding the issue of establishing within TDAB a Sub-Group on HRD/HRM, and the agreement by TDAB to postpone such a creation until the next TDAB meeting and, taking into consideration the mandate of Study Group 2, proposed as an interim measure, the creation of such a group under Study Group 2 composed of active members of both Questions 15/2 and 16/2 including the two Rapporteurs.  After discussion the proposal was endorsed by the meeting and Mr. M. Johnson of the UK Delegation was asked to prepare, in consultation with those concerned, a proposal to create such an Interim Group within Study Group 2.  It was decided to finalize the decision at the second and final Plenary Meeting of Study Group 2 on Wednesday afternoon.



Closure of the meeting

The Chairman closed this Plenary and requested the relevant Rapporteurs to convene their meetings according to the schedule and to prepare their reports to the second and final Plenary meeting of Study Group 2 on Wednesday afternoon, 9 September 1998.



2.7	Gender Issues (Document 2/051)

2.7.1	Ms. G. Marcelle (South Africa), a Vice-Chairperson of the Task Force on Gender Issues (Resolution 7 of WTDC-98), presented Document 2/051 on the results of the first Meeting (1-2 September 1988) of the Task Force, emphasizing those results of relevance to the work of the Study Groups and in particular with regard to the mandate of Study Group 2.  The meeting noted the relevant results and decided that the relevant rapporteurs of Study Group 2 in particular, and the Study Group management team in general, should establish close relations and collaboration with the four following relevant Working Groups of the Task Force:

2.7.2	The meeting also encouraged female delegates to participate actively in the work of different Questions and called upon the nominated Rapporteurs to support such participation and gave them the responsibility as Associate Rapporteurs in the work of their Questions.  The meeting welcomed future inputs on the progress of the Task Force activities, especially with regard to those issues relevant to the mandate of Study Group 2.



2.8	Year 2000 issue (Document 2/043)

2.8.1	Mr. V. Calindi of the BDT presented Document 2/043 on the Year 2000 problem and telecommunications.  He informed the meeting on:

-	the activities of the whole ITU Year 2000 Task Force which was created by ITU-T Study Group 2 (Network and service operation) in which BDT is responsible within the structure of the Task Force of a major task: “Assistance to Developing Countries”, as one Sub-Group of the five Sub-Groups of such a Task Force;

-	the detailed list of BDT Work Programmes (carried out and planned) to face this problem.

2.8.2	The meeting took note of the importance of this problem, as identified as a major topic by the WTDC-98, and recognizing that many developing countries have not responded to the Task Force Questionnaire or have not created national Committees to face this problem decided:

-	to appeal to those participants of the Study Group 2 meeting, whose Administratations have 	not answered the Questionnaire to encourage their Administrations to do so;��-	to encourage the BDT to continue and maximize its effort in this important domain, giving 	such activity the necessary pirority in manpower and resources, taking into consideration 	the time contraints before the end of 1999;��-	to request the BDT to report to the next Study Group meeting on achieved progress.



2.9.	TDAB Sub Group on Private Sector issues (Document 2/052)

2.9.1	The Chairman of the TDAB Sub-Group on Private Sector Issues (Mr. R. Davidson, USA), set up by the WTDC-98 in its Resolution No. 6, presented the draft report of the Sub-Group’s first meeting which took place on 2 September 1998 prior to the TDAB meeting (3-4 September 1998).

2.9.2	The Study Group meeting welcomed the Recommendations by the Sub-Group, emphasized the good example of collaboration and partnership with the private sector within the work of Study Group 2, highlighted the fact that the majority of members of the management team of Study Group 2 are coming from the private sector and that the majority of Rapporteurs appointed by this meeting are from the private sector also, not forgetting the private sector’s share in providing input documents to the work of the Study Group.

2.9.3	Some delegates provided some useful editorial remarks on the draft report of such a meeting.  The meeting thanked Mr. Davidson for his initiative to present his draft report to the Study Group meeting and encouraged him to continue doing so in the future, in particular on issues that are relevant to the mandate of Study Group 2.



2.10	WTDC-98 Resolution No. 9: “Participation of countries, particularly developing 	countries, in frequency spectrum management”

2.10.1	Study Group 2 received a liaison statement on this subject from ITU-T Study Group 1 contained in Document 2/050.  Mr. T. Jeacock, UK, presented the document, in his capacity as a Vice-Chairman of Study Group 1 and Chairman of Working Party A (spectrum utilization) of that Study Group in the Radiocommunications Sector, emphasizing the proposals included in this liaison statement.  The Chairman in his capacity also as a Vice-Chairman of ITU-R Study Group 1 and Chairman of ITU-R Working Party 3 (monitoring) of that Study Group, endorsed the explanation and called for closer cooperation with ITU-R Study Group 1, where spectrum management experts exist, especially those working on long-term strategies for frequency spectrum utilisation, noting the importance of Resolution No. 9 adopted by the WTDC-98 this year.

2.10.2	The representative of Canada introduced Document 2/042 relevant to the same Resolution titled “Long-term strategies for the use of frequency spectrum”, which represents the views of the Canadian Administration on how best to handle this issue for the majority of developing countries, proposing to limit the long-term strategy, step 1, to lower frequency spectrum ranges (e.g. below 1.3 GHz).

2.10.3	After a careful examination of both documents, the meeting decided to propose to ITU-R Study Group 1:��-	to set up a Joint Group between the two Study Groups, ITU-D Study Group 2 and ITU-R 	Study Group 1;�-	to propose Mr. T. Jeacock, UK, as a Chairman of this Group.  He is also a Vice-Chairman 	of ITU-R Study Group 1;�-	to invite ITU-D Study Group 1 members to actively participate in this Group;��-	to invite the Director of BDT to facilitate the participation of developing countries in the 	work of ITU-R Study Group 1, as well as in this Joint Group also, as called for in�	WTDC-98 Resolution No. 9, at least for one expert from a developing country in each 	region, known to be working in frequency management.  In addition, to invite him to liase 	with the Radiocommunications Bureau on this issue inviting ITU-R Study Group 1 to adopt 	the proposal.

2.10.4	The meeting decided to also call upon the Chairmen, Mr. Jeacock (UK) and Dr. Pavliouk (Russia) in their capacities as three Vice-Chairmen of ITU-R Study Group 1, to obtain the necessary support from the management of ITU-R Study Group 1 and the same at the full ITU-R Study Group 1 meeting in August 1999.

2.10.5	The meeting authorized Mr. Jeacock to start activities as soon as possible and not to wait for official approval by ITU-R Study Group 1 in the hope that such early activities will facilitate such official approval.

2.10.6	The meeting requested the Joint Group to look at specific frequency range to be specified later, although there was reasonable support for the Canadian proposal to limit the frequency range to below 1 GHz for the time being.



2.11	Operational and technical characteristics for a terrestrial IMT-2000 system using high 	altitude platform stations (HAPS) (Document 2/049)

2.11.1	The US delegation introduced Document 2/049 as a technical information document to be noted.  This document was expected to be received as a liaison statement from the ITU-R Task Group 8/1.

2.11.2	The meeting took note of this document, and taking into consideration that HAPS was adopted by Study Group 2 in the last cycle as one of the new Technology Arrays for the developing countries, it encouraged and urged development sector members to participate in the Radiocommunication Sector to ensure that these important studies are completed in time.

2.11.3	The meeting requested the former Associate Rapporteur on this subject (Mr. A.I. Fisher, USA) to report on progress to the next meeting of the Study Group through Question 9/2, as it was the case in the first cycle.



2.12	Report on the Rapporteur’s Group meeting on Question 9/2

2.12.1	The Rapporteur for Question 9/2 (Mr. N. Kisrawi, Syria) introduced his Report on this Question (2/REP/001) and, with slight editorial changes, it was approved by the meeting.

2.12.2	The meeting agreed with the proposal of the Rapporteur’s Group to hold a meeting in ITU in June for two days.

2.12.3	This Reports will be issued separately as 2/REP/001 (Rev.1) and would be the basic document for future activities of this Question.



�2.13	Report on Rapporteur’s Group meeting on Question 10/2

2.13.1	The Rapporteur for Question 10/2 (Mr. D. Barr, Canada) introduced his Report on this Question (Document 2/013 (Rev.1)) and, with slight editorial changes, it was approved by the meeting.

2.13.2	The meeting also agreed to authorize the Rapporteur, taking into consideration the peculiarity of this Question composed of 7 sub-Questions (individual projects, with different degrees of interdependence), to continue his search for the missing lead Associate Rapporteurs and, exceptionally this time, to convene the necessary meetings for the whole Question and/or any part of it.  Such authorization will need to be coordinated with the BDT Secretariat for the appropriate time and place of such a meeting(s).

2.13.3	This Report will be issued separately as 2/REP/006 and would be the basic document for the future activities for this Question.



2.14	Report on the Rapporteur’s Group meeting on Question 11/2

2.14.1	As requested by the First Plenary Meeting of the Study Group, the Rapporteur of this Question (Mr. T. Lemma, Worldspace, USA) introduced his Report (2/REP/005) treating both Questions 11 and 13, with a clear proposal for limiting Question 13 to policy and regulatory issues, (to be transferred to ITU-D Study Group 1) and to modify Question 11 to include the technical parts of Question 13.

2.14.2	The meeting, with slight editorial changes, approved the Report with the two new texts of Question 11 and that of Question 13 which is proposed to be transferred to Study Group 1, and requested the Chairman to report on this particular issue to the next TDAB meeting.

2.14.3	The meeting also approved the request of the Rapporteur’s Group to held a Rapporteur’s Group meeting of two days in the ITU in June 1999 in conjunction with Question 9/2.

2.14.4	This Report will be issued separately as 2/REP/005 (Rev.1).



2.15	Report on the Rapporteur’s Group meeting on Question 12/2

The Rapporteur on Question 12/2 (Mr. B. Peuch, Paradyne, USA) introduced his report (2/REP/003).  The meeting approved this report, which would be issued as 2/REP/003 (Rev.1).



2.16	Report on the Rapporteur’s Group meeting on Question 14/2

2.16.1	The Rapporteur on Question 14/2 (Mr. D. Wright of INMARSAT) introduced his Report (2/REP/002).

2.16.2	The meeting approved the Report and authorized a two-day meeting of the Rapporteur’s Group not later than June 1999.  The meeting welcomed the offer of Senegal to host the Rapporteur’s Group Meeting in Dakar, suject to confirmation.

2.16.3	This Report will be issued as 2/REP/002 (Rev.1).



�2.17	Report on the Rapporteur’s Group meeting on Question 15/2

2.17.1	The Rapporteur on Question 15/2 (Mr. P. Derome, TEMIC, Canada) introduced his Report (2/REP/004).  The meeting approved the Report as well as the request to organize a Rapporteur’s meeting of two days in Geneva in March 1999.

2.17.2	This Report will be issued as 2/REP/004 (Rev.1).



2.18	Report on the Rapporteur’s Group meeting on Question 16/2

2.18.1	Due to previous commitments of both the Rapporteur (Mr. M.H. Ghazal) and Lead Associate Repporteur (Mr. A. Konate) were unable to be present during the Rapporteur’s Group Meeting.  The Chairman of the Study Group, Mr. N. Kisrawi, shared this session of the Rapporteur’s Group which took place as the last Rapporteur’s meeting just before the Plenary, which prevented production of any written Report.  However, as agreed by the Rapporteur’s meeting, the results were presented verbally to the full Study Group meeting and summarized as follows.

2.18.2	The Rapporteur’s Group meeting decided to give first priority in this cycle to finalizing the text of the last three Handbooks prepared in a draft form during the past cycle:

-	The Handbook on New Developments in Rural Telecommunications�-	The Handbook on New Technologies and New Services�-	The Handbook on National Spectrum Management Systems�	and later their update.

2.18.3	The Rapporteur’s Group welcomed the three contributions from Thomson-CSF (France), Documents 2/004 on professional mobile radio (PMR), 2/005 on local subscriber loop by radio, 2/006 on satellite systems for mobile networks and satellite broadband access, and decided to consider the first two in their future work and how they could be integrated in existing draft handbooks.  However, for Document 2/006 they requested the BDT Secretariat (Mr. Bairi, SPACECOM), which is preparing a handbook on GMPCS as a result of the application of opinions of the Forum on GMPCS, to consider this document and to integrate it in the handbook under preparation.

2.18.4	To expedite the final publication of the three draft Handbooks, considering their texts sufficiently stable, and request:

-	Mr. J. Ernberg of the BDT Secretariat to incorporate comments from Study Group 2 	members and from Mr. Bairi as regards the space part and submit the final version to the 	BDT for publication, hopefully before the end of 1998;

-	Mrs. N. Gospic (CYP, Belgrade) to do the same for the Handbook on New 	Technologies and New Services, hoping to finish this task before the end of 1998;

-	Mr. T. Jeacock (UK) to do the same for the Handbook on National Spectrum Management, 	hoping to finish this task before the end of 1998.

2.18.5	The Rapporteur’s Group meeting welcomed the kind of offer of Mr. Engvall (ITC) to prepare a draft Handbook on Teletraffic Engineering (TTE) on behalf of the International Teletraffic Congress, at no cost to the ITU, in close collaboration with those concerned by Question 16/2 and relevant experts.  The Rapporteur’s Group nominated Mr. Lars Engvall (ITC) as the person responsible for this Handbook.

2.18.6	There was no proposal for convening a Rapporteur’s Group meeting.  However, the idea of convening such a meeting immediately prior to the full Study Group 2 meeting in September next year was suggested, if needed.

2.18.7	The meeting approved all the above proposals.



2.19	Special interim Subgroup on Human Resources (Document 2/054 (Rev.1))

Mr. M. Johnson (United Kingdom) introduced the document which had been drafted following the decisions agreed in principle at the first Plenary meeting. The Study Group endorsed the proposal to establish, as an interim measure and, pending further consideration at the Plenipotentiary Conference and TDAB, a Special Group on HRD/HRM which would be an open group. It will report to Study Group 2, or, through the Chairman of Study Group 2, to TDAB in between Study Group 2 meetings. Point 7 of the mandate will read "... to address policy and strategic human resource development issues."  Uganda and Malawi proposed Mr. David Mellor of  Cable & Wireless as the Chairman. It was so agreed. The Terms of Reference of the Special Group are here attached as Annex 6.



2.20	Liaison activities

2.20.1	Within each BDT region:  The Vice-Chairmen for each region will do his best to coordinate the positions of his region.  He will liase with the concerned regional organizations.  As regards the Arab region, the Chairman will be responsible for this region, since there is no Vice-Chairman for that region.

2.20.2	With Study Group 1:  

2.20.2.1	 Close collaboration should be established with Study Group 1, as is the case for the other two sectors.  A joint meeting of both Study Group management teams should be instituted with the BDT Secretariat in order to discuss joint issues, to propose the Study Groups’ budget, etc., for the smooth running of the activities of the Study Groups.  A one-day meeting is sufficient, preferably prior to the TDAB meeting (in the future TDAG meeting).



2.20.2.2 The meeting also called for close collaboration  between the relevant Rapporteurs in the two Study Groups on relevant issues.  Study Group 1 management and participants are invited to participate in the Joint Group with the ITU-R Study Group 1 (WTDC-98 Resolution No. 9) also in the interim Special Group on HRD/HRM.  Contributions to the Handbooks under preparation by Study Group 2 are most welcome from participants of Study Group 1. 



2.20.2.3 The Chairman was authorized to prepare a detailed liaison statement to Study Group 1, based on the above, inviting Study Group 1 to respond positively to the above-mentioned proposals. Annex 7 attached (Document 1/034) contains the liaison document prepared by the Chairman after the meeting reflecting the above decisions.

2.20.3	With the other two sectors:  The close collaboration which existed in the first cycle should continue through:

-	direct contacts between the three Bureaux:  Ms. A. Pileri (BDT), and Dr. K. Hughes (BR), 	Mr. A. Ganguli (TSB);

-	focal points	for each Question of Study Group 2 encouraged to collaborate with the 	concerned Counsellors in the other two sectors;

-	the management of Study Group 2 is encouraged to coordinate with other relevant 	management teams of Study Groups in other two sectors;

- 	Nomination of Liaison Rapporteurs for special cases to liase with a concerned Study Group, �	Working Party or Rapporteur’s Group in the other sectors.



2.21	Role of the BDT Secretariat

2.21.1		Study Group 2 reiterated its decision of the last cycle to encourage BDT Focal Points of the Valletta Programmes, as those Focal Points for different Study Group 2 Questions to input relevant contributions to different Questions.

2.21.2		The Secretariat will continue its role of liasing with the other two sectors, with BDT Regional Offices and with the relevant regional and international organizations.



2.22	ITU 2000 relevant Recommendations (Document 2/040)

2.22.1	The Chairman introduced Document 2/040 which highlights those Recommendations with direct relevance to the work of the Study Groups reminding the meeting that item 4 of Recommendation No. 27 has been rejected by the Council.  

2.22.2	The meeting took note of those relevant Recommendations and called upon the management team of Study Group 2 to provide the BDT Director with budget estimates for future years.



2.23	Date and place of the next meeting (Document 2/ADM/004)

The meeting agreed with the proposal to hold the next Study Group 2 meeting in September from 6 to 10 September 1999 at the ITU Headquarters.



2.24	Other business

The Japanese Delegation introduced Document 2/045 “Study various mechanisms by which to promote the development of new telecommunication technologies for rural applications”.  The meeting proposed that such a topic would be best dealt with through a Focus Group created by the BDT under a programme agreed upon by the WTDC-98.  Mr. Laouyane agreed with this proposal.  This should be done in close collaboration with the management team of Question 10/2, as well as by relevant experts in this domain.



3.	Closure of the meeting

3.1	The BDT Director commended the diligent work of the Chairman who had started immediately after the Valletta Conference and highlighted the following. 

3.2	The ITU Development Sector has outgrown its learning stage, after four years of operation only. This result certainly reflects the wide interest in the ITU-D Study Groups, illustrated by the large number of participants. Putting in place the necessary structure and work plan is proof of efficiency.

3.3 	Developing countries are facing numerous, varied and complex problems. For some of them, the WTDC-98 has decided to treat them in Study Groups. In Valletta it was perceived that the Study Groups are by now well-established. This positive result reflects an orientation which more and more implies partnerships: representatives of governments, regulators, private secors, as well as national and international organizations. The message of Valletta is well-received.

3.4	Study Group 2 has identified the Questions for which time is required, and Questions now called Topics which are so urgent as to require the attention of Focus Groups. Also, a Question () outside its competence has been transferred to Study Group 1.

3.5	Investing in human resources brings returns after long periods of time. Therefore policy and strategy orientations are required. Developing countries need advice from an organ at a sufficiently high level. Also, the production of Handbooks is a very important responsibility of this Study Group, to be coordinated, as required, with Study Group 1.

3.6	Regarding operational HRD/HRM activities, they are to be carried out by the BDT and should not waste Study Group 2 time.

3.7	He expressed his satisfaction and thanked all delegates representing Member States as well as Sector Members, whose role is increasing, as well as the NGOs whose role remains to be defined.

3.8	The role of the Vice-Chairmen has been defined pragmatically: a very positive development towards further collaboration between ITU-D, the regional organizations and the other Sectors.  This meeting illustrates the success of the Valletta Conference which itself illustrated the success of the first study period.

3.9	The Director thanked the Chairman and the Vice-Chairmen as well as the designated Rapporteurs.

3.10	The Chairman thanked the Director, the Vice-Chairmen the Rapporteurs, all delegates present, the BDT Secretariat, in particular Ms. Pileri and her staff, the interpreters, and all those behind the scenes who helped in achieving such good results and declared the meeting closed.

Welcome to the first meeting of Study Group 2, the Study Group of the Development Sector which is responsible for Questions concerning Development, harmonization, management and maintenance of telecommunication networks and services.

I would like to welcome in particular the new management team of Study Group 2 which has been appointed by the Valletta Conference:

You will note that the Vice-Chairmen represent collectively the 5 Regions of the ITU. They will have as one of their specific duties the responsibility for organizing and coordinating the regional concertation on the issues studied by the Study Group.

During the first cycle, Study Group 2 has dealt with 8 Questions. The results have been excellent: 7 Recommendations, 7 Reports  and 3 draft Handbooks have been produced, and it is my pleasure to inform you that the Valletta Conference has taken note of these results with appreciation and approval. 

The Conference has increased the number of Questions from 8 to 14 in your Study Group — and in fact, 7 different Questions are regrouped under the umbrella of a single Question on Rural Telecommunications (Questions 10a-10g/2). The subjects are however quite different and may need a totally independent approach. 

Following the advice of a special Drafting Group which was chaired by Mr. David Barr, the Questions have been structured in a format that will facilitate your work by providing the necessary background information. In this form, the Questions indicate clearly what are the expected outputs.

You will find the full description of the Questions in Document 2/019.

�Your Chairman, in his usual energetic fashion, has wasted no time and has started consultations on the work distribution, identifying Rapporteurs for the different Questions and discussing the working methods. He will inform you on the progress already achieved during these consultations and make specific proposals to you.

In addition to an increased number of Questions, the Valletta Conference has identified a certain number of Topics requesting attention but not suitable to be treated as normal Study Group Questions.  Seven Topics will be handled as regular BDT activities, and 7 will be handled by Focus Groups which will in principle terminate their work within a year and report back to you. 

A special effort will be made during this cycle to widen the use of electronic means, in order to facilitate communications and to maintain the budget within reasonable constraints.  In this respect, a presentation will be made on electronic document handling (EDH) and on the various possibilities that electronic means can offer to the advantage of developing countries.

The presentation will be made first in English on Tuesday after the regular session, then in French on Friday, also after the regular session.

Clearly, despite some imperfections and need for refinement, the ITU-D Study Group activities have been considered satisfactory so far, and the ITU Members have wanted to give a positive signal and input for the future. 

I wish you a very active and fruitful session. Good luck!

1.	Joint Meeting of the two management teams of both Study Group 1 and Study Group 2



It is considered that the two management teams of both Study Groups should meet once a year in order to:



advise the BDT management on the estimation of the budget requirement of both Study Groups;�

finalize the dates of the Study Group meetings;�

prepare joint proposals to TDAB or other relevant bodies in the ITU-D;�

other issues (if any).



As this practice is the current one in the other two Sectors, Study Group 2 decided to propose such a mechanism for one working day preceding immediately a TDAB meeting and invite Study Group 1 to take note of this decision and to propose similar action, if so desired.





2.	Guidelines for the work of the Rapporteurs 



2.1	Based on the decision adopted by Study Group 2 to limit its structure to an enlarged role of Rapporteurs (no Working Parties), it was found necessary to prepare detailed guidelines for the responsibilities of rapporteurs, including a proper guide for liaising with relevant bodies in the three Sectors.



2.2	Taking into consideration that the same might also be needed in Study Group 1, it is proposed to create a joint group shared jointly by the Chairmen of the two Study Groups and any member of the two Study Groups, assisted by the BDT.



2.3	The base document for this guide would be the one used by the Standardization Sector, as well as the guidelines for liaison action and statements.



2.4	The proposed guide will be presented to the next TDAB for consideration and adoption, if so desired.



Study Group 1 is invited to consider this proposal in order to take relevant action.





3.	Creation of an HRD/HRM Group within Study Group 2 with a clear mandate�	(see Appendix attached)



Study Group 1 is invited to take note of this decision, as well as of the TDAB request for both Study Groups to provide their views on:

the need of a subgroup of the TDAB for HRM/HRD policies and strategies or an independent committee with the same task within the Development Sector;

in either case, what would be its mandate?



This Group will be chaired by Mr. D. Mellor of the United Kingdom.

CONCLUSION OF STUDY GROUP 2 ON THE ISSUE OF HRD





Background

TDAB during its meeting 3/4 September 1998, discussed at length a proposal to establish a TDAB sub-group on human resource development (HRD).

During the discussion all speakers recognised the importance of the HRD issue.  Although there was support for a special group on HRD, there were strong divergent views on whether this group should be within TDAB.  It was pointed out that the study groups, particularly Study Group 2 (through Questions 15/2 and 16/2), have an important role to play in HRD. In addition the BDT has a number of wide ranging activities, particularly with respect to Programme 6.

One possible compromise solution proposed during TDAB, was to establish such a group within Study Group 2. TDAB concluded that it would not establish a group, at this time but would return to the matter at its next meeting in February 1999 at which time account can be taken of discussions on the subject both in Study Groups 1 and 2, and the Plenipotentiary Conference.

During its meeting 7-9 September 1998, Study Group 2 decided to establish, as an interim measure, pending further consideration at the Plenipotentiary Conference and TDAB, a special group on HRD which would be an open group. This would require good liaison with BDT activities under Programme 6, and Study Group 1. The Rapporteurs for Questions 15/2 and 16/2 will report to the group on the studies conducted in accordance with Questions 15/2 and 16/2, and in turn the group will report directly to Study Group 2. Between Study Group 2 meetings the group is authorised to report directly to TDAB, through the chairman of Study Group 2.





Terms of Reference of Special Group on HRD

The Special Group shall be open to all HRD experts, and every effort shall be made to ensure balanced representation from both developed and developing countries on a regional basis.

Liaise with Study Group 1, and the BDT on matters related to HRD.

Report to Study Group 2 on its activities.

Place special emphasis on employment and gender issues related to HRD.   

Propose strategies to ensure that the study group outputs are utilised in the BDT HRD activities.

Advise and coordinate the work related to Questions 15/2 and 16/2. �Study and propose recommendations on the strategy for the development of the ITU Centres of Excellence.

Between Study Group 2 meetings report, through the chairman of Study group 2, to TDAB on its activities and recommend  advice and guidance, on how most effectively to address strategic human resource development issues.
