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Question 9/2: 	Identify study group Questions in the ITU-T and ITU-R Sectors which are of particular interest to developing countries and systematically, by way of annual progress reports, inform them of the progress of work on the Questions to facilitate their contributions to the work on those Questions as well as, ultimately, to benefit from their outputs in a timely manner
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The meeting took place on 6 September 1999 from 14.30 to 17.30 hours under the Chairmanship of the Rapporteur, Mr. N. Kisrawi, based on the proposed Agenda for Question 9/2 (Document 2/OJ/002).





2.	Discussions





2.1 	Document 2/010 (Rev.1) “Draft new recommendation on effective utilization of the amateur services in disaster mitigation and relief operations” was introduced by the Associate Rapporteur for this issue, Mr. Larry Price, Secretary of the International Amateur Radio Union (IARU), as agreed by the Rapporteur’s Group Meeting of 19 and 20 May 1999.  The meeting endorsed this draft to be proposed to the Study Group for adoption as a matured draft.





2.2	The Rapporteur then introduced the following three input Liaison Statements:





2/067	Liaison Statement to ITU-D Study Group 2 on survey response on FWA within IMT-2000 	for developing countries





2/068	Liaison Statement to ITU-D Study Group 2 on HAPS in IMT-2000





2/084	Liaison Statement to ITU-D Study Group 2 on a Survey response on Fixed Wireless 	Access within IMT-2000 for developing countries (this is an update of the former Liaison 	Statement Document 2/067)





The meeting took note of these three Liaison Statements and encouraged members of the development sectors to respond to the relevant surveys.





2.3	The Rapporteur introduced Document 2/080 on frequency agile systems, which is an update of the relevant part of Question 1/2 final report of the last cycle.  The meeting agreed to include this update into the new report for Question 9/2.





2.4	The Rapporteur requested France and/or Romania to present Document 2/086 “How to apply GMDSS principles for a global distress system in desert areas, sparsely populated or uninhabited”.  After its introduction by France, a fruitful and detailed discussion followed and the meeting decided to authorise France to convene a meeting of those concerned with this issue, in order to prepare a draft liaison statement (Document 2/128) to ITU-R Study Group 8 for action and response.  This draft liaison statement will be presented directly to the Study Group meeting for consideration and final decision.





2.5	The Rapporteur requested Canada to present Document 2/098 and after discussions it was decided that the Joint Group on WTDC-98 Resolution 9 chaired by Mr. T. Jeacock should deal with this subject due to its relevance to the work of this Resolution.





2.6	The Rapporteur then introduced Document 2/088 representing the base document for Question 9/2 containing the proposals of the Rapporteur’s meeting in May of this year.





After examination the meeting decided on the following:





2.6.1	Guidelines for the selection of those Questions of particular interest to developing countries


2.6.1.1	Questions relevant to maintenance


2.6.1.2	Questions relevant to the acquisition of propagation data


2.6.1.3	Questions relevant to spectrum management


2.6.1.4	Questions relevant to the protection of installations and equipment


2.6.1.5	Questions relevant to international telephone tariffs and accounting


2.6.1.6	Other additional Questions selected in the last cycle, tabulated in Document 2/022 of the Study Group 2 meeting of September 1998.


2.6.1.7	Relevant Questions emanating from ITU conferences


In tabulating those Questions by their parent Study Groups in the other two Sectors, the following additional guidelines should be used for finalizing this list:


	a.	drop any Question under treatment directly by either ITU-D Study Group 1 or 2, or by one of the BDT Focus Groups


	b.	drop any Question for which the ultimate result(s) is (are) recommendation(s) addressed to the industry for manufacturing


	c.	seek the views of relevant counsellors in the other two Sectors, in particular Dr. K. Hughes (representing the Radiocommunication Bureau) and Mr. P. Rosa (representing the Telecommunication Standardization Bureau) in the final selection of these Questions


2.6.2	Listing of relevant recommendations


	For each Question, the relevant recommendation should be mentioned with their scopes, if available.


2.6.3	Listing of Handbooks, relevant Reports, Manuals and Supplements issued by the other two Sectors


	Two independent lists to be attached to the annual progress report as follows:


	a)	Handbooks and relevant Reports of the Radiocommunication Sector with a list on the scope for each


	b)	A list of all relevant Manuals and Supplements of the Telecommunication Standardization Sector


	c)	A group of participants of this meeting was named to assist the Rapporteur in finalizing these two lists


2.6.4	Technical arrays


As regards this issue, the meeting decided to drop all technical arrays which are handled by a special Question, such as:


2.6.4.1	Digital, audio and video broadcasting with relative interactivity, being the subject of Question 11/2


2.6.4.2	Broadband transmission over existing copper wire loops, being the subject of Question 12/2


The following arrays and application will be maintained:


	a.	The Geostationary, Non-Geostationary FSS and MSS system capabilities


	b.	Frequency Agile systems


	c.	Stratospheric telecommunication service

2.6.6	Liaison Statement





The meeting decided that a liaison statement (Document 2/126) should be sent to ITU-D Study Group 1, Question 9/1, informing the Rapporteur’s Group of those technologies selected by Study Group 2, Question 9/2 requesting that Question 9/1 concentrate on the new two technology applications:





-   the voice on Internet and/or IP networks


-   the electronic commerce





However for the other retained technical arrays, their regulatory implications were covered previously as follows:





-   for GMPCS in the report of Opinion 5 of the GMPCS Forum (see Document 162 of WTDC�   Valletta 1988)


-   for frequency agile systems (covered by WRC 97 decisions)


-   for stratospheric telecommunications service 97 (covered by WRC 97 decisions)





2.6.7	Work Programme





The meeting decided that there is no need for a full official Rapporteur’s meeting.  However, the Raporteur with Co-Rapporteurs of this Question which will be nominated by the Plenary and Associate Rapporteur will meet in December this year to finalize the yearly progress report for this Question with the aim, if possible, for distribution to members not later than end March 2000 in the three working languages.  The Rapporteur declared the meeting closed giving particular thanks to the Associate Rapporteurs and to the two representatives of both sectors.
