Main results

2.1
Approval of the report of the Rapporteur's Group meeting (23‑25 February 2000)

The report was approved with the following recommendations:

Fascicles 1 (Document 2/176) and 2 (Document 2/180) of the Handbook on new technologies and new services are considered to have been approved for publication by the meeting. Participants are invited to send their comments to the BDT Secretariat by May 2001 for English-speakers, who already have the document in English. The French and Spanish versions will be sent by the BDT secretariat to the participants concerned. They are invited to send in their comments within a month of receiving the documents. The two fascicles will be finalized on the basis of the comments received.

2.2
Rapporteur's progress report

The Rapporteur introduced Document 2/175, and Document 2/190 was introduced by the BDT Secretariat.

It was agreed that Fascicle 4 should be transmitted by a liaison statement to ITU-R Study Group 6 for comment before publication. Participants are also invited to transmit their comments to the BDT Secretariat.

Fascicle 3 needs to be reviewed as regards both the wording of its title and its content. It will have to be revised in the light of the results of the forthcoming ITU World Telecommunication Policy Forum on Internet Protocol (IT) telephony, to be held in Geneva from 7 to 9  March 2001.

Feedback on liaison statements issued at the September 1999 meeting of Study Group 2

ITU‑T Study Group 2 Document 2/151 gives the Study Group's views on the content of the draft teletraffic engineering Handbook. Its comments were duly noted by Mr Lars ENGVALL, coordinator for the drafting of the Handbook. Document 2/161 is a reply to the liaison statement to ITU‑R Study Group 8 regarding the Handbook on disaster communications. Mr Larry PRICE of IARU has duly taken into account the comments made in the liaison statement in connection with the drafting of the Handbook.

Document 2/163 from ITU‑R Working Party 8A, introduced by Mr Jose COSTA, describes the status of work on the land mobile Handbook and encourages participation by members of Study Group 2 so that due account is taken of the needs of ITU‑D. Volumes 1 and 2 have already been published while volumes 3 and 4 are in the course of preparation.  A revised version of Volume 1 is also under preparation.  The draft table of contents on the implementation of IMT-2000 is available. It was recommended that a reply should be sent to the liaison statement in order to thank Working Party 8A.

It was also agreed to send a liaison statement to ITU‑R in order to transmit the list of handbooks that had been drafted or were being drafted in the Development Sector.

2.4
Approval of draft Handbook on new technologies and new services

Fascicles 1 (Document 2/176), 2 (Document 2/180), 3 (Document 2/188) and 4 (Document 2/186) of the Handbook were introduced by the Rapporteur.

It was agreed that no other text would be added to the fascicles in their present state. It was requested that steps should be taken to verify whether the information on certain systems such as GMPCS was up to date and to specify if possible the date of the receipt of such information.

Since the fascicles are to be updated, any other additional text will be considered in that connection.

Fascicle 3 is to be sent to Mr Brian MOORE, Chairman of ITU‑T Study Group 13, and to Mr NTOKO, who is responsible for the electronic commerce programme in BDT, for their comments.

Fascicle 4 is to be sent to BR and to Mr KANTCHEV in BDT for comment before publication.

The authors of the Handbook, together with the Rapporteur and Ms Natasa GOSPIC, coordinator of the Handbook, were thanked and congratulated on their work.

Teletraffic engineering Handbook (Document 2/193)

Mr Lars ENGVALL, who introduced Document 2/193, said that the Handbook would be available by February 2001 with a view to consideration by Study Group 2 in September 2001.  It would have about 250 pages.

•
Handbook on disaster communications

The author of the two documents is IARU, and not the United Nations as indicated in Documents 2/167 and 2/168.

The Handbook introduced by Mr Larry PRICE comprises two documents. The acronyms, bibliography and an annex (part 3 of the Handbook) containing purely technical information will be added.

The Handbook was approved and will be published after addition of the missing parts.

Mr Larry PRICE was thanked and congratulated on his work.

2.6
Assignment of responsibilities

In connection with future work on the publication of Fascicles 1 and 2 and the finalization and publication of Fascicle 4 and the finalization of Fascicle 3, Ms Natasa GOSPIC was asked to continue to act as coordinator.

2.7
Future work programme

Apart from the work mentioned in section 2.6 above, it will be necessary to draw up rules for updating handbooks by means of supplements.
Two meetings of the Rapporteur's Group are scheduled for 12-13 March and 14-15 June 2001. At these meetings the group will consider the formulation of Question 16/2 for the next study period in conjunction with the Rapporteur for Question 15/2.

2.8
Other business

Documents 2/144 and 2/170 were considered. It was requested that the results of the questionnaire on the first two questions, which were considered essential, should be published.

On Document 2/170, it was requested that the list of recommendations adopted on IMT-2000 at Istanbul should be added in Fascicle 1.
