Mr Jeacock, Co-Chairman of the Joint Group dealing with WTDC-98 Resolution 9, presented the report of the second meeting, held in March 2000. This was adopted by the meeting.

He then gave a presentation on the progress of the draft Final Report. It was noted that the Final Report would be presented to the Study Group meetings in 2001 for approval. Following the presentation there were a number of comments and proposals for further action. 

The meeting noted with satisfaction the progress made and the structure of the draft Report. It was emphasised that further replies to the Questionnaire, particularly from developing and least developed countries, should be encouraged.

It was agreed that Mr Kisrawi (Chairman of Study Group 2) and Mr Jeacock should arrange with the BR to give a presentation on the Resolution 9 work at the forthcoming ITU Seminar on spectrum management.

It was noted that a recent liaison statement from ITU‑R WP8F (IMT2000) concerning the redeployment of spectrum below 1 GHz was relevant to the Resolution 9 study, therefore WP8F could benefit from the Resolution 9 study as it included the requirements and uses by developing countries in this frequency range.

Proposals by USA concerning the ITU-R Radio Data Dictionary; Tadiran concerning the use of frequency plans and specifications for low power devices used by certain groups of countries in Regions 1 and 2; Myanmar concerning problems with the ITU TerraSys notification software were noted and would be given further consideration in the Joint Group.
