The meeting took place on 10 September 2001 from 14.30 to 17.30 hours under the chairmanship of the Rapporteur, Mr. Nabil KISRAWI (Syria). The draft Agenda of the meeting was slightly modified by adding Document 2/265.

Adoption of the report of the Rapporteur´s Group meeting on 16 and 17 May 2001

· Document 2/234, Report of the Rapporteur´s Group meeting on Question 9/2, Geneva, 16 and 17 May 2001. The report was introduced by the Rapporteur. The meeting adopted this report by adding to it one topic, which is A.3.12 Digital Broadcasting, in Annex 4, which is covered by Question 11/2.

2. 
Study of the relevant input documents, including liaison statements

· Document 2/080 (Rev. 1), Frequency Agile systems in the MF/HF bands. The document was introduced by the Rapporteur. The document was approved with some minor editorial modifications and will be published as a final report on this issue.

· Document 2/202 (Rev. 1), High Altitude Platform Stations: an Opportunity to Close the Gap, was introduced by the Rapporteur. The meeting noted that some data included in the document, such as dates and statistics, need to be revised and entrusted to a small group to revise this document, eliminating all those questionable points. With those modifications, the meeting approved the document, which will be published as a final report on this issue.

· Document 2/214, Liaison statement to ITU-D Study Group 2 on How –if possible- to apply GMDSS principles for a global system in desert areas, sparsely populated or inhabited. The document was introduced by the Rapporteur. The contents of this document from Working Party 8B in ITU-R, are also contained in a liaison statement from Working Party 8D in ITU-R (not published with exactly the same language for savings). Both liaison statements did not encourage the idea to apply GMDSS principles for global system in desert areas, for the reasons shown in these liaison statements. The meeting took note of this reply and considered this issue closed.

· Document 2/243, Liaison statement from ITU-T Study Group 16 to ITU-D Study Groups 1 and 2 on Study Group 16 Project “MediaCom 2004”.  This document was introduced by the Rapporteur for information. It is related to the MediaCOM Project 2004 conducted by ITU Study Group 8/6. The meeting took note of the document.

· Document 2/245, Liaison statement from ITU-T Study Group 11 to ITU-D Study Groups 1 and 2. This document related to an investigation under Q 7/11 of the solution for the issues described in sections 2b) and 2c) of the opinion D of the third World Telecommunication Policy Forum, WTPF, was introduced by the Rapporteur for information. The meeting took note of this document.

· Document 2/246, Implementation of IMT-2000 in developing countries, was introduced by the representative of Eritrea. Since this document includes some issues on IMT-2000 with regard to the needs of developing countries, the meeting agreed to prepare a liaison statement to ITU-T Special Study Group and ITU-R Working Party 8/F, and entrusted the Rapporteur to present this liaison statement to the Plenary Meeting for adoption.

· Document 2/248, Particular interest in developing countries as regards technical topics (formerly called technical arrays) under consideration by Study Group 2. During discussion, the meeting took the view that the GMPCS technical array had already been covered in seminars, studies, etc, and decided to remove this topic from Question 9/2. In this way the meeting agreed to retain in total four technical topics: Frequency Agile, HAPS,
E-Commerce and IMT-2000.

3. 
Proposals for a revised or new Question

· Document 2/215, Revised definition of Question 9/2. The document was introduced by the Rapporteur. After discussion, the text is approved with two slight modifications: a) in numeral 4, time necessary to achieve foreseen results, it was changed the term yearly by annual progress report and b) the term model was replaced by Guidelines in the French version. A revision of this Document will be presented to the Plenary Meeting for adoption.

Document 2/224, Revised definition of Question 9/2, prepared by Israel. The meeting took note of this document and proposed that the Chairman of Study Group 2, in his final report to WTDC-02, to encourage developing countries to prepare proposed questions addressed to the other two Sectors reflecting their needs.

· Document 2/232, Draft new Question on Progress on ITU activities for E-commerce. This document was introduced by the Rapporteur. The document was approved with the elimination of the term regulation from the proposed methods for application of the results. A revision of this Document will be presented to the Plenary Meeting for adoption.

· Document 2/233, Draft new Question on Strategy for migration from second- generation mobile networks into IMT-2000 and beyond. The meeting endorsed this Question as it stands.  This Document will be presented to the Plenary Meeting for adoption.

Proposed Modifications to Recommendation ITU-D 13: Effective utilization of the 
amateur services in disaster mitigation and relief operations
With relation to Documents 2/222, 2/223 and 2/265, the meeting agreed to postpone any modifications of this Recommendation until the next cycle.

5. 
Interim activities before WTDC-02
The meeting agreed to entrust the Rapporteur to up-date the published report of Question 9/2 of ITU-D Study Group 2, with the help of the Co-Rapporteur and the representatives of both TSB and BR. This updating is expected to be finalized not later than the end of this year.
