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The meeting took place on 11 September 2001 from 14:30 to 16:00 hours under the chairmanship of Mr. N. KISRAWI.  The Rapporteur for this Question, Mr. T. LEMMA, did not attend the meeting.

Adoption of the Agenda

The draft Agenda of the meeting (Document 2/OJ/005 dated 8 August 2001) as proposed by the Chairman was adopted without modifications.

2. 
Study of the relevant input documents

· Documents 2/217, 2/218 and 2/219, all on ITU standards in the field of broadcasting. These documents were introduced by the Chairman. All of them contain the replies to the liaison statement sent by the ITU-D Study Group 2 to ITU-T Study Group 9 and ITU-R Study Group 6, on September 2000, regarding the adoption of multiple standards for the same worldwide application. The meeting noted that the contents of those replies indicate the difficulty of the two Study Groups to meet all the requirements oriented to minimize the number of standards on broadcasting. The meeting took note of the three documents without taking any decision on further activities on this matter. The representative of the USA asked about the action that will be taken in relation to document 2/255 addressed to Question 11/2; the Chairman replied that this contribution will be discussed in the group on WTDC-98 Resolution 9 which is in charge of the radio frequency spectrum issues. The meeting agreed with this approach.

· Document 2/254, The digitalization of terrestrial radio and television broadcasting in France, was prepared and introduced by Thales. This document had also been discussed by Study Group 1. The meeting took note of this document.

3. 
Examination of the draft final report 

· Document 2/260, Draft Report on digital broadcasting technologies and systems, was prepared by the Rapporteur of Question 11/2, Mr. T. LEMMA, and was introduced by the Chairman of this meeting, Mr. N. KISRAWI. The meeting noted that the report shows weakness with regard to the amount of material. The Chairman explained that this situation occurs because of the low number of contributions for this Question during the ending cycle. The meeting took note of the content of this report.

4. 
Proposals for a draft recommendation.

No document was presented for this point of the Agenda.  

5. 
Proposals for a revised or new Question.

· Document 2/252, Proposal for a draft new definition of Question 11/2. The document was introduced by the Chairman of the meeting. The representative of the USA expressed his concern with respect to the way the proposed Question particularly pertains to developing countries and its validity as a mechanism for planning. After discussion, the meeting endorsed the principle of the proposal and entrusted the Chairman to meet with the representative of the USA and any other delegate, in order to discuss the text of the proposal. In any case, the document will be presented to the Plenary Meeting for consideration and possible adoption.

6. Interim activities, if any, before WTDC-02. 

The meeting agreed to entrust the Chairman with up-dating and improving Document 2/260, Draft Report on digital broadcasting technologies and systems, provided he get the necessary assistance from the Rapporteur, Mr. T. LEMMA. If this is not feasible, the work will be limited to updating the report on Question 9/2 in order to include in it, the necessary information on the activities of ITU-T and ITU-R as regards of digital broadcasting.

7. Any other business.
