2. Adoption of the Agenda 

The draft agenda was adopted. 

3.
Progress on work

The Rapporteur presented Document 2/225. He stressed the difficulty for the Rapporteur’s Group to work, because there were no experts available to participate.  In principle, he had to work alone. In order to make progress with xDSL items, he contacted relevant experts participating in the activities of the ITU-T Study Group 15 and the DSL Forum. The Rapporteur participated in the August meeting of the DSL forum and obtained comments to the Reference Book which could be included in the next revision. 

The comments dealt with editorial changes, e.g., to replace xDSL by DSL, technical and marketing matters.

A discussion took place on whether or not the title “reference book” was appropriate. 

Further to a debate, the meeting concluded: 

· To refer to the definition of Question 12/2, with a view to changing the title of document 2/082 Rev.2
.

· To retain xDSL for the time being and refer to ITU-T for any necessary changes in the terminology. 

· To evaluate if the DSL Forum is recognised by ITU. 

4.
Study the relevant input documents

The delegate from Mali presented Document 2/220. He indicated that the objective in preparing this document was to highlight the difficulties encountered when implementing this technology. The system implemented in Mali is at an experimental stage, and they would like to know if this system conforms to ITU standards. 

The meeting did not give precise replies to his concerns. However, it was recommended that other countries follow the example of Mali by preparing input documents in the format of Document 2/220. He made an appeal to all those interested to inform him as soon as possible to participate in the future work and asked them to contact him. Costa Rica, CANTV from Venezuela and the delegate from AT&T announced that they would contribute. 

The Rapporteur presented Document 2/226. He proposed that the market information provided in the document, as well as the comments received during discussions with the DSL Forum delegates should be included in an updated version of the Book.  Information received after 31 March 2002 will not be considered as input to the Reference Book.

It was agreed that all the contributions be sent to the Rapporteur before 30 November 2001.  The Rapporteur will try to finalize the Book in two weeks time.

5.
Adoption of the Reference Book on xDSL (Document 2/082 (Rev.2))

The meeting congratulated the Rapporteur for the important work achieved, which can be considered as a reference in this technology. The meeting concluded that after introducing the contributions and experiences from countries and updating it as mentioned above, the Book should be published with the title indicated in the definition of the Question. 

6. Proposal for a draft recommendation

There was no proposal. 

7.
Proposals for a revised or new Question

The Rapporteur presented the Annex 3 of Document 2/225, which contained a proposal for a revision of this Question. After some discussion if the Question could even cover different transmission methods for cable, the meeting concluded not to consider this aspect for the time being. The Question as proposed was endorsed by the meeting.

8. Interim activities, if any, before WTDC-02 

· To complete the Reference Book with contributions from countries and organisations,

· To translate 2/220 into English and Spanish,

· To publish the Book before 15 December, even if the Rapporteur did not receive new contributions.
