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Introduction

A meeting was held on 21 February 2001 in Geneva with the German TDAG members, BMWI and BDT on the possible contribution of the German TDAG members (private sector) to drafting a handbook on priority issues to developing countries.

Mr. Kisrawi, Chairman of ITU-D Study Group 2, participated in the meeting.  Mr. Ghazal, Rapporteur for Question 16/2 could not participate.

Items discussed

The items proposed for discussion by the German delegation were adopted and are attached at Annex 2.

Outcome

Ms. Akpo apologized for Mr. Pierre Gagné who could not attend the meeting due to other commitments.

Mr. Roegner introduced the meeting and recalled Mr. Touré’s visit in Munich on 10 January 2001.  During the meeting a more active participation of the German TDAG members and the provisions of specific German contributions, e.g. drafting of  handbook(s) and the provision of training opportunities was discussed.

Topics to be covered by the Handbooks
Three topics were found to be of priority to developing countries:

· renewable energy, IP telephony and IMT-2000

After discussion, the meeting concluded the following.

a)
Handbook on renewable energy proposed by Focus Group 7

Mr. Rainer Händel from Siemens will confirm whether his company could contribute to drafting some parts of the Handbook.

b)
Handbook on IP telephony with the objective to support and develop IP telephony 
infrastructure and skills in developing countries

Mr. Frank Rahe and Mr. Händel from Alcatel and Siemens will also confirm the possibility of providing contributions to the handbook.

c)
IMT-2000 Handbook

It has been pointed out that this handbook become a single handbook prepared by the three sectors of ITU.

There could be a German contribution to the part attributed to ITU-D.  Mr. Fabio Leite, Project Manager for IMT-2000, as well as Mr. Ghazal, Handbook Coordinator, will provide further information on the ITU-D part.

Mr. Rahe and Mr. Händel will confirm their possible contributions to the handbook.  The handbook could be used by the ITU-D Human Resources unit for training purposes.

The German delegation will consider these three suggestions and inform BDT of their possible contribution.

5.
For the moment, Mr. Roegner will act as coordinator.

6.
The aspects relating to sharing the costs among the German companies involved will be agreed upon in Germany.

It was agreed to review the issue of drafting Handbooks during the next meeting of the Rapporteur’s Group on Question 16/2 to be held in Geneva from 12 to 13 March 2001.
