Background information: Parts 1 and 2 of the Disaster Communications Handbook (DCH) were approved for publication at the September, 2000 meeting of Study Group 2. At that time it was agreed that since Part 3 was to be technical in nature, it could be completed by the Editors and  submitted directly to bureau staff. Parts 1 and 2 have had a bibliography added and minor corrections made to the text. Part 3 has been completed and is available for the March, 2001 meeting of the Handbook group in order to keep you fully informed.

Abstract:  Part 3 of the ITU-D Handbook on disaster communications contains technical information of interest to persons involved in disaster communications planning and operations. It features comprehensive sections on practical antennas and power sources appropriate for disaster situations.

This Part includes a selected annotated bibliography and appended material. The appendix includes a comprehensive list of abbreviations used throughout Parts 1, 2 and 3. Also appended is Recommendation ITU-R P.1144-1, a guide to ITU-R propagation methods.
