	The following represents the text of Question 24/2 as approved by the ITU-D Study Group at its meeting of 31 August - 4 September 2009

	Question: 
New Question 24/2: ICT and climate change


1. Statement of the situation 

Considering that the issue of climate change was emerged as a global concern and required global collaboration by all concerned, in particular the developing countries (which ore the most vulnerable group of countries regarding such climate change),as well as the international initiatives in this domain in order to develop sustainable development and the ways in which lCTs can monitor such climate change and also reduce overall global greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions, and in particular those Recommendations of ITU-T in application with Resolutions No.73 Johannesburg 2008 on the same subject and the similar once in ITU-R. 

2.  Question for study 

There is a variety and several issues that members will address within the four coming years of this Question. It is proposed that the following steps for the study are expected to play a major role in the future in order to meet the objective of this Question: 

a. in close collaboration with the relevant Program(s) of the BDT the regional needs for such applications by developing countries shall be identified 

b. Methodology for the implementation of this Question, in particular regarding reducing (GHG) emissions taking into consideration progress achieved by the ITU-T and ITU-R in this regard shall be adopted. 

c. Best practices for the implementation of relevant Recommendations adopted by the ITU-T as a result of the implementation of Resolution No.73 (Johannesburg, 2008) both for monitoring climate changes, and reducing the impact of the climate change using the action plan of Resolution 44 (Rev.08 Johannesburg ) in particular programs 1,2,3 & 4 of this Resolution 

3. Expected output 

The output will be a report on the results of the work concluded for each step identified above. 

4. Timing 

Output will be generated on a yearly basis; the output for the first year will be analyzed and assessed in order to update the work for the next year and so on. 

5. Proposers 

The Question was approved by WTDC-2010
