Common Interchange Format (CIF) for SDL: Registered Tool Names

Recommendation Z.106 (Common Interchange Format for SDL) defines a textual transfer format for SDL. This format includes information about both the semantics of SDL specifications and the graphical syntax of SDL specifications. In particular it includes various aspects of the layout of diagrams. The layout information is in CIF described using SDL comments with a specified syntax. In order to support tool specific layout extensions CIF furthermore defines comments with the following format:

 

/* CIF Specific <tool name> <tool specific information> */

 

This allows different tools to attach information that should be ignored by other tools.

 

To ascertain that the attached information can be uniquely associated with a specific tool it is necessary to maintain a set of unique tool names. According to the maintenance procedures defined in Z.106 this is maintained by the standardization body that maintains Z.106 and an updated list should be available on the ITU web site.
