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Report of JRG-1 meeting 12 October to ITU-T SG9 and ITU-R WP6M

A meeting of JRG-1 was held on October 12, 2005 in Geneva. Agenda is attached as Appendix 1.

Under item 2 of the agenda, there was discussion about updating ITU-T Recommendation J.202. 
JRG is aware that work is in progress to provide and update to GEM 1.0.1 which will be submitted to ETSI as GEM 1.1 based on MHP 1.1. This version is unlikely to be published by ETSI until after next round of ITU-T SG9 and ITU-R WP6M meetings which are scheduled for the spring of 2006. Furthermore, there are matters for backward compatibility with GEM 1.0.1 which would need to be resolved. If this cannot be resolved, the JRG would need to consider the possibility of drafting a Presentation Engine Recommendation in parallel to J.202. 
The JRG therefore propose a Recommendation J.202 Rev. 1 bringing J.202 up to date with the contributed material. The JRG is aware of a version upcoming revision of GEM 1.0.2 will shortly be processed by ETSI TS 819 102 V 1.3.1. However, while this new version contains some new material, this new material is not relevant to the draft J.202 Rev.1 (with exception of some minor corrections) and therefore, ETSI TS 102 819 V1.2.1 remains the Normative reference with the footnote explaining why V1.3.1 is not given as a Normative reference. 

JRG-1 will consider methods of incorporating of GEM 1.1 in appropriate manner for the ITU at its next meeting.

Under item 3, there were no new contribution submitted on declarative harmonization, therefore this item has been deferred to the next meeting. 

A new contribution relating to DVR was considered under item 4. This has been the subject of liaison between DVB and OCAP, but has relevant to activities of ARIB and IEC TC 100. The JRG-1 representative from these two organisations would seek comments for consideration at the next meeting or distribution by e-mail to the JRG.
