Dear Q9/9 Participants,

I’ve recently heard from several SG9 delegates that they have an interest in participating in portions of the Question 9 Rapporteurs meeting, but that they are unable to travel to Tokyo due to conflicting commitments.  In order to facilitate broader participation in the technical discussion, we’ve decided to make conference facilities available for portions of the meeting.  Time zone differences between Japan, Europe, and North America make it logistically difficult to hold an electronic meeting during waking hours for all of the participants; however, there are a couple of periods of daily overlap that we plan to utilize.  On the first and second days of the Rapporteurs meeting, we will plan to have the bridge open from 9-11 AM and from 3-5 PM Tokyo time.  On the final day, we’ll only have it open during the morning in Tokyo since we’re planning to conclude the meeting by noon.  9-11 AM in Tokyo corresponds to 6-8 PM in Colorado (on the previous day), while 3-5 PM in Tokyo corresponds to 8-10 AM in Western Europe (on the same day).
