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	SUGGESTED NEW ARTICLE


The new version of Resolution 20 of the World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly (WTSA), adopted at its 5-14 October 2004 meeting in Florianopolis, recognizes the relevant provisions of the International Telecommunication Regulations (ITRs), in particular in the context of preventing misuse of naming, numbering, addressing, and identification resources.

However, it is not entirely clear which provisions of the ITRs might be relevant.  In order to clarify the situation, it is proposed to add a new paragraph to Article 3.  The proposed new text is:

3.5
Notwithstanding the provisions of Article 1, paragraphs 1.4 and 1.6, and to enshrine the purpose set out in the Preamble; in Article 1, paragraph 1.3; in Article 3, paragraph 3.3; and taking into account Article 3, paragraph 3.1, Members shall require, subject to national law, that administrations, recognized operating agencies, and private operating agencies which operate in their territory and provide international telecommunication services offered to the public, apply the ITU-T Recommendations and national laws related to naming, numbering, addressing, and identification, including any Instructions forming part of, or derived from, said Recommendations.
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
