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Abstract

One of the key outputs from our July meeting should be development of the list of deliverables from WG2. This contribution makes a proposal to support both the near term and longer term needs for specification of the NGN architecture and mobility support.

Introduction

The NGN Focus Group was created to address a specific industry need as identified in the Addendum 1 to Circular 236 as follows:


In order to meet this near term goal and yet continue to address the full set of capabilities that should be available from the NGN, it is necessary that we have plans in place to produce deliverables for both this near term and for the longer term.

1.1
Current Documents

Currently there are two documents that are available from SG-13; Y.NGN.FRA, and Y.NGN.MOB. It is our belief that these documents should be adopted by WG2 and serve as a basis for further contribution. The question is whether these documents should be viewed as containing all materials relating to NGN or if the scope of these documents should be limited to addressing a subset of capabilities only.

In order to complete a set of specifications within the 1-year target, it is likely that not all capabilities of the NGN will be able to be addressed. We should therefore identify a self-consistent set of capabilities and plan to document these as a first capability set (NGN CS1). We should also identify our longer-term target system and begin to capture the full set of capabilities in a separate document (e.g., NGN-CS2).

Since we should make conscious decisions regarding which capabilities fall into the near term subset, it seems that it would be most appropriate if we identified a new document to address the CS1 Architecture and moved material into this document based on contribution. The Y.NGN.FRA document could then serve as the repository for the longer-term work. The contents of Y.NGN.MOB should drive the architecture of both the CS1 and later architecture documents and thus should be a part of the CS1 set.

Additional Documents

A number of additional work items were discussed at the June Focus Group meeting and several of these will likely result in the development of independent deliverables. These additional documents should be identified (as we did at the June meeting) as being targeted toward the near term or longer term development of NGN. If it turns out that any of these, which are targeted as near term deliverables, becomes overly complex to complete as part of the first capability set, it should be considered to move some or all of the work into the longer term set.

1.3
Documentation of Subsystems

It is recognized that the NGN core will be made op of not only an IMS in support of session based services but also other core network subsystems in support of non-session based services. In addition, it may be expected that there will be access network dependent gateway subsystems that will need to be specified. To best partition this work and to allow for independent development and delivery of specifications addressing these various subsystems, each of these subsystems should be addressed in an independent document.

Proposal

Based on the above discussion, we make the following proposals for adoption by WG2:

1. Identify “NGN CS1: Functional Requirements and Architecture” as a near term deliverable.

2. Identify “NGN CS1: Generalized Mobility Requirements” (based on Y.NGN.MOB) as a near term deliverable.

3. Identify “NGN CS1: IP Multimedia Subsystem Based Core NGN” as a near term deliverable.

4. Identify “Y.NGN.FRA Functional Requirements and Architecture of the NGN” as a long term deliverable.

5. Identify additional deliverables based on agreed upon work items.

1. 	General Mandate of NGN FG


The Focus Group on Next Generation Networks (NGN FG) is mandated to create its deliverables within 12 months concerning the following three topics:


A nomadicity architecture (for example, based on 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS) that includes support for broadband xDSL access. QoS in the xDSL access, Authentication and Security issues need to be resolved


Current NGN activities within SG 11 and SG 13 on QoS Signalling include IP QoS aspects and other NGN signaling related requirements
