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Abstract

This contribution proposes some changes to the last versions of drafts worked out during last Focus Group on NGN meeting published as FG NGN 33 and FG NGN 34 documents. The proposal concentrates on clause 8 in FG NGN 34 document and implicates to the scope of FG NGN 33 draft “PSTN evolution to NGN”.

Discussion

During the first Focus Group Working Group 6 meeting there was a discussion concerning the first editions of drafts forwarded from JRG NGN as drafts of Y.NGN-MIG and Y.PSTN-MIG Recommendations.

In the scope of clause 8 Y.NGN-MIG priorities and networks are proposed that should be considered for evolution. PSTN and ISDN networks are specified separately. In fact both networks are based on the same concept and TDM technology. They use the same resources (e.g.: exchanges, signalling systems and Intelligent Networks) to deliver voice service. The main difference is the access to the subscriber – analog or ISDN. The proposed solution is to join both bullets in one as Voice Fixed Network PSTN / ISDN. In the result a common recommendation should be produced.

As unification it is proposed to name FR, ATM and IPv4 as Data Transmission Networks.

Proposals

It is proposed to rename draft “PSTN evolution to NGN” (FG NGN 33 document) to “Voice Fixed Network PSTN ISDN evolution to NGN”.

It is proposed to change the content of clause 8 as follows:

8 Priorities

Network and service providers may choose different evolution path based on their existing and forecasted resources. This approach may encompass different technologies and have different priorities.

Therefore there is a need to prepare a set of documents to help evolution of the existing networks towards NGN. Taking into consideration that potentially there are different evolution approaches (at least as many as the existing networks), it is crucial to consider items provided in clause 7 for each network. The following provides list of networks or technologies which may be considered for evolution.

· Voice Fixed Network

· PSTN / ISDN

· Data Transmission Networks
· FR

· ATM

· IPv4

· Mobile Network

· Other scenarios
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
