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We are pleased to inform you of creation of the working group 6 (WG6) within FG NGN (Focus Group on NGN). The WG6 mandate is to study and provide specifications for evolution (or migration) of existing networks to NGN. The first priority for WG6 has been identified to be evolution of PSTN to NGN.   

During our meeting we held a discussion in relation to the following two terms that are known to also be used within ETSI TISPAN NGN-related discussions. These two terms are: "PSTN/ISDN Emulation" and "PSTN/ISDN Simulation".  The group worked towards obtaining clear and succinct definitions for these two terms.  The results of this work were the following definitions:

· PSTN/ISDN Emulation: The provision of PSTN/ISDN service to PSTN/ISDN terminals by the NGN (e.g. via a gateway).

· PSTN/ISDN Simulation:  The provision of PSTN/ISDN-like services to non-PSTN/ISDN terminals.  Such terminals may not be able to provide all functionalities that a PSTN/ISDN terminal provides.

Because WG6/FGNGN wishes to maintain consistency between how these terms are used by us and how they are used in ETSI TISPAN NGN-related discussions, we would like to request that the relevant working group(s) within ETSI TISPAN NGN provide comments in relation to the above definitions, particularly if it is perceived that the above definitions conflict with their own.

The FG NGN will meet again from 27 September to 1 October 2004 in Ottawa Canada with an additional meeting scheduled for later in this year.  
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
