The proposed agenda contained in FGNGN-ID-87 was enhanced by TD 81 (GEN) (SG 11, Geneva, 01 – 12 March 2004) and approved.

Meeting Minutes

3.1
FGNGN-ID-61

FGNGN-ID-61 was presented by Wei Feng and Tina Tsou (Huawei, China).

It was agreed that the draft TRQ.IP QoS.SIG.CS1 contained in this document represents the basis from a WG 4 perspective to define the QoS signalling requirements.

It was agreed that this document should be in line with the work being undertaken in WG 2 and WG 3. It was therefore agreed to propose to WG 2 and WG 3 a joint meeting.

It was pointed out that the Q8/11 meeting in July 2004 could not decide between the alternative representation of the flows presented in sections 8.2.1.a and 8.2.1.b in the draft TRQ.IP QoS.SIG.CS1. Contributions are invited to resolve this topic.

FGNGN-ID-68

FGNGN-ID-68 was presented by Jane Humphrey (Marconi, UK) and Atsunobu Narita (NTT Comware, Japan).

It was agreed that this document should be in line with the work being undertaken in WG 1, WG 2 and WG 3. It was therefore agreed to discuss the document further at the joint meeting with WG 2 and WG 3.

It was also agreed that the service requirements aspects in TRQ.NCAP1 (contained in FGNGN-ID-68) should be handled by WG 1. The Technical Leader R. Münch informed the WG 1 Technical Leader M. Carugi.

TD 81 (GEN) (SG 11, Geneva, 01 – 12 March 2004)

TD 81 (GEN) (SG 11, Geneva, 01 – 12 March 2004) was presented by Wei Feng. It contains the draft Question QEE/11 of SG 11 on Resource control and signalling requirements and protocols.

It was agreed that all the draft Questions of SG 11 (QAA, QBB, QCC, QDD, QEE) can serve as a guideline for the terms of references of WG 4.

Joint meeting activities:
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1
Introduction


It was proposed by WG 4 to organise a joint meeting between WG 2, 3 and 4. This was agreed by WG 2 and WG 3.


The joint meeting took place on Wednesday, 21 July 2004, 2nd session (morning, after coffee break).


The joint meeting was chaired by the WG 4 Technical Leader R. Münch and co-chaired by the WG 3 Technical Leader Hui-Lan Lu.


The objectives of the meeting were to start co-operation between these WGs and to clarify the further proceeding.


Two documents were handled: TRQ.IP QoS.SIG.CS1 contained in FGNGN-ID-61, TRQ.NCAP1 contained in FGNGN-ID-68.

Agreements


The following agreements were reached:


· Because any architectural issues in TRQ.IP QoS.SIG.CS1 should be in line with the work being undertaken in WG 2, figure 3 in TRQ.IP QoS.SIG.CS1 will be checked by WG 2.

· The TRQ.IP QoS.SIG.CS1 has to be discussed further in the joint meeting between WG 3 and WG 4 (Wednesday, 21 July 2004, 3rd session, i.e. afternoon, after lunch).

· The topics addressed in clause 6 of TRQ.NCAP1 should be handled by WG 1.


· The topics addressed in clauses 7 – 10 of TRQ.NCAP1 should be handled by WG 2 but clauses 8 and 9 contain also material for WG 3.


· At this early stage of the work in the NGN FG, WG 4 experts should have the possibility assisting WG 1, 2, and 3 in stabilising their deliverables so that WG 4 can start working on protocol deliverables for “Release / Phase / Capability Set 1” as soon as possible.

Reasoning: The work in these groups is the basis for the WG 4 work, the work should benefit from the WG 4 expertise, WG 4 as a kind of user of the WG 1, 2, 3 deliverables should get familiarised with them.

The scheduling at the next FG meeting(s) should make such joint meetings possible where needed. This would also help in minimising parallel sessions.
