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Working Group 6 met in Geneva, Switzerland, from 20 to 23 July 2004.  Messrs Ghassem Koleyni and Dongyang Fan jointly chaired the meeting.

3 Detailed results

3.1 Definitions related to evolution of networks to NGN

Related contributions: FGNGN-ID-00043, 64 and 66

Based on the proposals form the contributions, the group agreed on the definitions for:  Access Gateway (AG), Call server (CS), Gateway, PSTN/ISDN Emulation, PSTN/ISDN Simulation, Remote User Access Module (RUAM), Signalling Gateway (SG), Transit Gateway (TG) and User Access Module (UAM). These definitions were put, based on their suitability, in either of the two drafts documents that the group is working on. Since a couple of these definitions are also used in ETSI TISPAN NGN groups, a liaison statement was prepared requesting their comment in order to have alignment of definitions in both organizations. 
3.2 Evolution of networks to NGN

Related contributions: FGNGN-ID-00065

This contribution proposed that instead of using PSTN and ISDN as separate priorities, combining the two and naming them as PSTN/ISDN would be preferable since both represent PSTN. The proposal was accepted. Contributions are requested to progress this draft.
