Mr. Maeda has been a vice-chairman of ITU-T SG13 and the working chairman of WP3/13 on “Multi-protocol Networks and Mechanisms” since 2000. He has been promoting the studies on Multi-protocol and IP-based networks including B-ISDN and NGN in ITU-T.  He has also contributed to many workshops and seminars in ITU-T.  Especially he has contributed as a session coordinator to the workshop on “IP/Optical” organized by SG13 and SG15 in 2002 in Chitose and the workshop on “All Star Network Access” organized by SG15 in 2004 in Geneva.

He is a senior manager and a group leader of NTT Access Service Systems Laboratories.  He is currently responsible for research and development of optical access network systems, and standardization and global collaboration strategy management for next-generation networks of NTT.
