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David Sidor has been involved in industry activities regarding the management (OAM) of telecommunication services, networks, and equipment for most of his professional career. Since joining Nortel Networks in 1991 he has had responsibility for managing the corporate objectives and strategy for TMN standards in ATIS T1M1 and ITU-T SGs, including SG 4, and for advising on the use and impact of TMN standards in switching, transport, wireless, and management products. Recently, he also took on a coordination role regarding the objectives and strategy for all management standards.

Prior to Nortel Networks, Mr. Sidor was employed at AT&T Bell Laboratories where his activities included participation in telecom management standards, service as a designer of provisioning software, a systems engineer for computer-based management systems that formed part of the world’s first TMN-like network, and a manager of switching marketing.

Mr. Sidor has been involved in the ITU-T standardization activities since 1980. He became active in SG 4 and 11 TMN activities in 1987 and led the generation and served as editor of various information modeling Recommendations. Concurrently he also participated in the parallel TMN activities in T1M1. In 1993, he was appointed chairman of the TMN WP in SG 4 and assumed leadership of the first ITU-T Joint Coordination Group, focused on TMN. During its lifetime, the JCG on TMN was able to achieve significant TMN technical harmonization which set the stage for the consolidation of most ITU-T TMN activities in SG 4 and led to Mr. Sidor’s appointment as chairman of SG 4 in 1996.

Under his chairmanship, SG 4 changed TMN into a multi-paradigm framework by embracing market-supported IT and IP-based technologies, realigned its mission to emphasize the definition of management information regardless of the underlying technology, initiated activities to address the management of mixed circuit/packet-switched networks and NGN, and established partnerships and collaborative activities with other standards organizations to achieve its goals. To support these ITU-T activities, Mr Sidor authored articles in technical journals and made presentations at conferences and before partner organizations and participated in leadership sessions with partner organizations.
