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The presentation provides an overview of BT’s own Next Generation Network, known as the 21st Century Network (or 21CN), and the current implementation status in the UK.

The most important elements for commercial success are identified, and how ATIS and ITU-T can help in achieving the delivery of high quality and timely standards that will enable BT to achieve its three core strategic objectives for the NGN:

· Improved speed to market

· Improved customer experience and empowerment

· Radical cost transformation

The presentation emphasises the need for a consistent architecture for NGNs across Standards Development Organisations such as ITU-T, ATIS and ETSI.

In the short term, BT’s would like to see progress made in ATIS and ITU-T on the following key issues:

· Full alignment of the NGN Architecture, and inclusion of wireless broadband and IPTV 

· Develop new business and technical models for NGN Interconnection

· How to achieve end-end QoS, and across different NGNs

· Accelerating progress on OSS standards for NGNs
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
