At the kind invitation of the Ministry of Posts and Telematics of the Socialist Republic of Vietnam, the ITU-T (International Telecommunication Union - Standardization Bureau) and the ITU-D (International Telecommunication Union - Development Bureau) are jointly organizing a Workshop on “Next Generation Network” which will take place on 15 and 16 May 2006 in Hanoi, Socialist Republic of Vietnam.
