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1. Introduction

The fifth meeting of the Joint Coordination Activity on Cloud Computing (JCA-Cloud), convened by its chairman, Ms Monique Morrow (Cisco Systems, USA), was held as an e-meeting on 31 October 2012. The agenda was issued as Doc 46 Rev.1/JCA-Cloud. It was reviewed and approved by the meeting as appears in Revision 1. 
2. Previous meeting report review

The meeting reviewed and approved the notes of the previous meeting (August 2012, Geneva) as appears in Doc 45/JCA-Cloud. 

3. Review of the ITU-T cloud computing activities since the last JCA-Cloud meeting
The WP 6/13 “Cloud Computing” chairman, Mr Jamil Chawki (France Télécom Orange, France), reported the progress in his Working Party. 

Two collaborative teams with ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 38/WG 3 and ITU-T WP 6/13 “Collaborative Team for Cloud Computing Overview and Vocabulary” (CT-CCVOCAB) and “Collaborative Team for Cloud Computing Reference Architecture” (CT-CCRA) had their initial meetings in September and October 2012. Meetings agreed to develop common text in each CT on cloud computing overview and vocabulary and cloud computing reference architecture respectively. 
Participants were invited to the next CTs meeting that will be held on 25-28 February 2013 co-located with the SG13 meeting in Geneva, Switzerland.

The progress on a number of new work items in ITU-T WP6/13 as an outcome of the October Rapporteurs meeting of Qs 26/13, 27/13 and 28/13 was also shared with the meeting participants.

4. Documentation for the meeting

Doc 47 “Reply to LS on JCA Cloud on Cloud Computing Standard Roadmap” represents the reply from ITU-T WP 3/5 to the call from JCA-Cloud on populating the cloud computing roadmap. WP 3/5 had proposed few items for inclusion into the roadmap. Those cover the ITU-T Recommendations approved by ITU-T SG 5 as well as the work in progress. JCA-Cloud evaluated these items and agreed to include all of them into the next iteration of the cloud computing roadmap. A reply liaison statement was prepared and agreed for dispatching by the meeting; it may be found in Doc 53.

Doc 48 “Activities related to smart grid” is a liaison statement from ITU-T JCA on Smart Grid and Home Networking (JCA-SG&HN) inviting to share the relevant activities in JCA-Cloud pertaining the mandate of JCA-SG&HN. The meeting noted this communication.
5. Cloud computing roadmap 

Doc 49 “Revision of Cloud Computing Standards Roadmap on Oct 2012” by the Editor represents the revision to the ongoing project in JCA-Cloud that is called the cloud computing roadmap. The Editor, Mr. Kangchan Lee (ETRI, Republic of Korea) walked the meeting participants though this roadmap and explained all the change he had introduced. The meeting associated its sentiments with those of the Editor and agreed this version of the cloud computing roadmap to serve a basis for the update of the pilot version of the online roadmap. 
Editor also suggested resending the liaison statement inviting the relevant ITU-T SGs, JCAs, CTs SDOs and forums to further contribute to the roadmap development by providing the list of their respective work items, Recommendations, specifications of relevance to cloud computing. 
The agreed text of this liaison statement may be found in Doc 52/JCA-Cloud “Invitation to contribute to the cloud computing roadmap population”.

Doc 50 and Doc 51 both entitled “ITU-T JCA Cloud roadmap” represent the input to the cloud computing roadmap from Collaborative Teams CT-CCVOCAB and CT-CCRA. These inputs are captured in Doc 49 and where adopted by the meeting for the inclusion in the next iteration of the cloud computing roadmap.

6. Relationship with the other JCAs and SDOs
The meeting reviewed the Doc 0/JCA-Cloud - list of current JCA-Cloud members - and noted few changes that were agreeable to the meeting. Those cover the update to the ITU-T SG 15 representatives list and addition of the Broadband Forum. 
An information about a new ETSI Cloud Standard Coordination to be launched in December 4-5 and OGF, SNIA and ETSI sponsorship for the 7th in the series of Cloud Plugfests Deember 10-13 in Sophia-Antipolis, France and other locations as a joint activity http://cloudplugfest.org was shared with the meeting.
