	Notes of the sixth meeting of the Joint Coordination Activity on Cloud Computing
(26 February 2013, Geneva)


1. Introduction

The sixth meeting of the Joint Coordination Activity on Cloud Computing (JCA-Cloud), convened by its chairman, Ms Monique Morrow (Cisco Systems, USA), was held on 26 February 2013 in Geneva, alongside the SG13 meeting. The agenda was issued as Doc 58 Rev.2/JCA-Cloud. It was reviewed and approved by the meeting. 
2. Previous meeting report review

The meeting reviewed and approved the notes of the previous meeting (31 October 2012, e-meeting) as appears in Doc 55/JCA-Cloud. 

3. Overview of the ITU-T cloud computing activities since the last JCA-Cloud meeting
The WP2/13 “Cloud Computing and Common Capabilities” co-chairman, Mr Jamil Chawki (France Télécom Orange, France), reported the progress in his Working Party. In particular, he mentioned the progress on eight draft new Recommendations covering different aspects of cloud computing that were the outcome of the February SG13 meeting.

Mr He Ruan (France Télécom Orange, France) briefly presented Doc 70 “​Q8/17 Cloud Security Activities”, focusing mainly on the progress made by Question 8/17 in terms of Recommendations.

Two collaborative teams with ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 38/WG 3 and ITU-T WP2/13 “Collaborative Team for Cloud Computing Overview and Vocabulary” (CT-CCVOCAB) and “Collaborative Team for Cloud Computing Reference Architecture” (CT-CCRA) had three meetings each to the reported date. The development of the common text in each CT on cloud computing overview and vocabulary and cloud computing reference architecture respectively is underway. The JCA-Cloud Chairperson expressed her thanks for the collaborative work that is knlwn to be a hard and efforts consuming exercise.
Participants were invited to the next CTs meeting that will be held in April 2013 in Madrid, Spain. 
Mr Mingdong Li (ZTE, China) participated at the Webinar (October 2012) where he delivered a presentation on behalf of ITU-T.
4. Documentation for the meeting

Doc 59 “Liaison statement to ITU-T JCA-Cloud” and its Addendum 1 represent the liaison statement from ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 27 to JCA-Cloud with the outputs of the SC 27 meeting in Rome and invitation for commenting the recent drafts of the group. A reply liaison statement was prepared and agreed for dispatching by the meeting; it may be found in Doc 73.
Doc 61 “iLS on Contact persons for Cloud (Management)” is a liaison statement from ITU-T SG2 with nomination of two new SG2 contact persons to JCA-Cloud. Also this document elaborates on the SG2 work in the field of cloud computing management (in particular on draft Recommendations M.occm, M.rcsm and M.mivrcc). The SG2 representatives were welcomed to the meeting and were added to Doc 0/JCA-Cloud on JCA-Cloud representatives list. The reply liaison was prepared, reviewed and agreed by the meeting as appears in Doc 71.
Doc 62 “​iLS on Creation of a new Focus Group on “Smart and Sustainable Cities” (FG-SSC)” is a liaison from ITU-T SG5 with information on creation of the new Focus Group on smart and sustainable cities (FG-SSC). The information provided by this liaison was noted by the meeting.

Doc 66 “Report of the ISO/IEC JTC 1 Plenary, 5-10 November 2012” was submitted by the ITU-T Liaison Officer to JTC 1, Mr Olivier Dubuisson (France Télécom Orange, France), and represents the short report of the ISO/IEC JTC 1 Plenary meeting of November 2012. The meeting noted this document. 

5. Cloud computing roadmap 

Doc 67 “2nd Revision of Cloud Computing Standards Roadmap on February 2013” by the Editor represents the revision to the ongoing project in JCA-Cloud that is called the cloud computing roadmap. It has already the inputs outlined in Docs 56 (CTs CCVOCAB and CCRA), 57 and 60 (ETSI), 63 (SG17), 64 (TM Forum), 65 (SG5) incorporated. The Editor, Mr Kangchan Lee (ETRI, Republic of Korea) walked the meeting participants though this roadmap underlining that the roadmap has received 40 documents to date. He mentioned also the open items to be finalized:

·  Activity domain categorization to be filled in;

· Go live with the current version of roadmap;

· ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC27  to provide structured input according to the template.

The meeting associated its sentiments with those of the Editor and agreed that this version of the cloud computing roadmap has been ready to go live on the JCA-Cloud homepage. 

The meeting agreed also to resend the liaison statement inviting the relevant ITU-T SGs, JCAs, CTs, SDOs and forums to further contribute to the populating the roadmap on cloud computing. This agreement resulted in the liaison statement as appears in Doc 72 “oLS on Invitation to contribute to the cloud computing roadmap population” that was reviewed and approved by the meeting for dispatching.
6. Regional groups activities
Ms Soumaya Benbartaoui (Regulatory Authority of Post and Telecommunications, Algeria) gave a presentation on the cloud computing activities in the Arab region. Her presentation was well received and further to the request from the floor the presentation package was made available as Doc 74 “Arabian Cloud Computing Project overview”.
Mr Alan Sill (Open Grid Forum, USA) gave a presentation on the Open Grid Forum (OGF) standards overview that is posted as Doc 69 “OGF standards overview”. It was of interest to the participants and invoked few questions and live interactions with the presenter.
7. Relationship with the other JCAs and SDOs
The meeting reviewed the Doc 0/JCA-Cloud - list of current JCA-Cloud members - and noted two updates from the ITU-T SG2 that were agreeable to the meeting. 
8. Continuation of JCA-Cloud

The JCA-Cloud reviewed and approved the small up-dates to its Terms of References (as shown in the Doc 68) and the continuation of this JCA in the 2013 - 2016 study period. This decision will be communicated to the parent Study Group by means of the short document from the JCA-Cloud Chairman (done as TD 42 (PLEN/13)). SG13 in its turn will inform TSAG.
9. Participants

According to the list of participants the meeting attracted 31 participants whose names may be found in Doc 75/JCA-Cloud “List of participants”. Seven out of them joined the meeting using the remote participation tools.
10. Next meeting

Next JCA-Cloud meeting will be held on 29 April, 16:00 – 17:00 as e-meeting. 

Subsequent to the meeting under the special request from the SG17 Chairman supported by the TSB Director the meeting was shifted to 19 April 2013 in Geneva in association with the next SG17 meeting. As custom the remote participation tools will be offered for all the meeting duration (9:30 – 12:30, Geneva time, Friday 19 April 2013).
