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1. Introduction

This meeting was planned for 29 April 2013 as e-meeting. Under the special request from the SG17 Chairman supported by the TSB Director the meeting was shifted to 19 April 2013 in Geneva in association with the next SG17 meeting. The seventh meeting of the Joint Coordination Activity on Cloud Computing (JCA-Cloud), convened by its chairman, Ms Monique Morrow (Cisco Systems, USA), was therefore held on 19 April 2013 in Geneva, alongside the SG17 meeting. The agenda was issued as Doc 83/JCA-Cloud. It was reviewed and approved by the meeting. 
2. Previous meetings reports review

The meeting reviewed and approved the notes of the previous meeting (26 February 2013, Geneva) as appears in Doc 76/JCA-Cloud. 
Noting that the JCA-IdM revised the JCA-IdM part of the fourth meeting report (31 August 2012, Geneva, Joint meeting of JCA-IdM and JCA-Cloud), the JCA-Cloud meeting briefly reviewed the changes to clause 4.1 of the report of August 2012 meeting and approved the revision as appears in Doc 45 Rev.1. 
3. Overview of the ITU-T cloud computing activities since the last JCA-Cloud meeting
The WP2/13 “Cloud Computing and Common Capabilities” activities were presented to the meeting by Mr Kangchan Lee, Q17/13 Rapporteur, based on the Doc 86 “WP2/13 cloud computing activities”. Alongside the presentation of the current proposed work on cloud computing security in Q8/13 a terminology of these new projects was discussed and clarified.
Two collaborative teams with ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 38/WG 3 and ITU-T WP2/13 “Collaborative Team for Cloud Computing Overview and Vocabulary” (CT-CCVOCAB) and “Collaborative Team for Cloud Computing Reference Architecture” (CT-CCRA) had four meetings each to the reported date. The development of the common text in each CT on cloud computing overview and vocabulary and cloud computing reference architecture respectively is underway. 
Participants were invited to the next CTs meeting that will be held in September 2013 in Kobe, Japan. 
SG17 work was mentioned mainly in conjunction with the draft new Recommendation X.ccsec development that is approaching its end in a form of determination.

4. Documentation for the meeting

Doc 77 “LSIR from ITU-T SG12 on invitation to contribute to the cloud computing roadmap population to JCA-Cloud (JCA-Cloud – LS 11 & 15)” is a reply to JCA-Cloud liaison and it reports no work items related to cloud computing in SG12 by now and that the SG12 is looking forward to cooperation on cloud QoS/QoE operational aspects and methodologies. The meeting noted this document.
Doc 85 “LSI from FG-DR&NRR on status report of the Focus Group on Disaster Relief Systems, Network Resilience and Recovery” contains the last FG-DR&NRR meeting reports, living list and presentation with the overview of the work. Slide 13 of this overview is about cloud computing.  The information provided by this liaison was noted by the meeting.

5. Cloud computing security work separation between SGs 13 and 17

SG13 Chairman introduced the Doc 79 “LSI from SG13 to ITU-T SG17, TSAG and JCA-Cloud on the SG13 opinion on the separation of cloud computing security work between SG13 and SG17” and Doc 80 “LSI from SG13 to ITU-T SG17 and JCA-Cloud on the efforts taken and future plans on the separation of cloud computing security work between SG13 and SG17”. The first one contains SG13 opinion on this separation and way forward, the second contains the background and meetings to date to progress this issue. The JCA-Cloud chairman opened the floor for discussion. No comments were expressed. Both Documents were noted by the JCA-Cloud meeting without any request for change, nor questions for clarifications.
The SG17 Chairman informed the meeting about a number of sessions arranged at the current SG17 meeting for continuation of discussions on the separation of works between SG13 and SG17. 
The JCA-Cloud Chairperson expressed her thanks for the collaborative work that is known to bring its fruits at the end of the day.
6. Cloud computing roadmap 

Doc 84 “Third Revision of Cloud Computing Standards Roadmap on April 2013” by the Editor represents the revision to the ongoing project in JCA-Cloud that is called the cloud computing roadmap. It has already the inputs outlined in Docs 81 (Broadband Forum) and 6 new deliverables from ATIS Cloud Services Forum incorporated.
The Editor, Mr Kangchan Lee (ETRI, Republic of Korea) walked the meeting participants though this roadmap. He mentioned also the open items to be finalized:

-    Analysis of deliverable to provide its activity domain categorization to be filled in; 
       -    Maintain the publicly published roadmap at JCA-Cloud homepage (based on Appendix B)

· ISO/IEC JTC 1 SC 27 deliverables (Doc 59) : required to rearrange related projects to apply the form

Doc 78 “LSIR from SG11 on inputs to ITU-T JCA Cloud roadmap (ref: JCA-Cloud-LS15)” proposes one work items for inclusion into the roadmap. It is on cloud computing interoperability testing. It was agreed for inclusion into the roadmap. 

Doc 82 “LSIR from ITU-T SG2 on contribution to the cloud computing roadmap population (ref: JCA-Cloud-LS 12 and 15)” proposes three work items M.occm, M.rcsm and M.mivrcc for inclusion into the roadmap, they are on cloud computing management. They were agreed for inclusion into the roadmap. 

All the agreed new inputs to the roadmap are reflected in the Doc 84 Rev.1. Furthermore, the meeting agree to up-date the web according to this version. 
A plie was made by the roadmap Editor to encourage everybody to provide the pointer to the document, candidate for inclusion into the roadmap. 
7. Relationship with the other JCAs and SDOs
Doc 0/JCA-Cloud represents the list of current JCA-Cloud members. There were no changes to the external representatives’ part this time. The meeting agreed to add to the SG17 portion the new contacts Mr. Viktor Kutukov and Mr. Heung Youl Youm.
8. Participants

According to the list of participants the meeting attracted 34 participants whose names may be found in Doc 87/JCA-Cloud “List of participants”. Nine out of them joined the meeting using the remote participation tools.
9. Next meeting
