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1. Introduction

The 9th meeting of the Joint Coordination Activity on Cloud Computing (JCA-Cloud), convened by its chairman, Ms Monique Morrow (Cisco Systems, USA), was held on 29 August 2013 in Geneva, alongside the Study Group 17 meeting (26 August – 4 September 2013). 

The agenda was issued as Doc 96 Rev.1/JCA-Cloud. It was reviewed and approved by the meeting without any request to change. 
2. Previous meeting report review

The meeting reviewed and approved the notes of the previous meeting (25 June 2013, Geneva) as appears in Doc 94/JCA-Cloud. 
3. Overview of the ITU-T cloud computing activities since the last JCA-Cloud meeting
The counsellor for SG13, Ms Tatiana Kurakova, reported progress in SG13 Questions on Cloud Computing. She said, in particular, that Study group 13 approved three first Recommendations on cloud computing in May - June 2013, three Questions dealing with cloud computing in SG13 continues its work and Q17/13 agreed a new item on its work programme that is a draft new Recommendation on requirements and capabilities of BigData in the context of cloud computing.

She also touched base on the progress in Collaborative Teams meetings (ITU-T SG13 & ISO/IEC JTC1 SC38).  The development of the common text in each CT on cloud computing overview and vocabulary and cloud computing reference architecture respectively is going on. The participants were invited to the next CTs meeting that will be held in September 2013 in Kobe, Japan. 

The Rapporteur for Q8/17, Mr Wei Liang (China), informed the meeting about the progress in SG17 Question on Cloud Computing Security. SG17 work in this domain was mainly focused on draft new Recommendation X.ccsec that was target for determination at the current SG17 meeting. The speaker also mentioned the joint work of Q8/17 with Q10/17.
4. Documentation for the meeting

Doc 95 “LS/o/r on latest status of draft Recommendation Y.CCRA (COM 2-LS 22)” is a liaison from WP2/13 to JCA-Cloud and Questions 5/2 and 7/2. It is about detected by WP2/13 overlapping extensions that SG2 added to Figure 1 in Recommendations M.rcsm and M.mivrcc. This communication was sent in reply to the LS in JCA-Cloud-LS 12 and 15 “Invitation to contribute to the cloud computing roadmap population”. Document 95 was briefly introduced by the JCA-Cloud chairman. Acknowledging that SG13 is a technical SG, is the lead SG on Cloud Computing and it develops reference architecture (RA) since February 2012, further in close cooperation with ISO/IEC JTC1 SC 38/WG3, which covers broader audience of experts than just ITU-T members, the meeting agreed to invite SG2 to align their work and Figure 1 in particular, with the SG13 work on reference architecture. 
Doc 97 “LS/i/r on invitation to contribute to the cloud computing roadmap population [ref: JCA-Cloud-LS-17]” is a liaison from ETSI TC LI that proposes two work items for inclusion into the roadmap. They are on retained data and cloud/virtual services. Those were agreed for inclusion into the roadmap.
Doc 99 “ISO/IEC JTC 1 SC27 Liaison Statement to ITU-T JCA-Cloud” represents the liaison from ISO/IEC JTC 1 SC27 that basically informs JCA-Cloud about some ongoing work on Cloud Computing security and privacy in this committee. Since it doesn’t request any action except comments on the work in progress, the meeting felt appropriate to pass over this LS to the SG13, a technical body that usually generates comments to the ISO drafts. To this end, a straight forward liaison statement was drafted immediately after the meeting. Its text may be found in Doc 100 “LS/o Handover of ISO/IEC JTC1/SC27 liaison statement to SG13”. 
5. Cloud computing roadmap 

Doc 98 “5th Revision of Cloud Computing Standards Roadmap on August 2013” by the Editor represents the revision to the ongoing project in JCA-Cloud that is called the cloud computing roadmap.
The JCA-Cloud Chairman, Ms Monique Morrow, walked the meeting participants though this roadmap highlighting
· Addition of 1 new deliverable of ITU-T SG13 on cloud based BigData

· Updated texts of ETSI TR 101 566 and 567 according to the change of the status per Doc 97
· Updates to CT-CCVOCAB and CT-CCRA portions according to the change of the status

· Updates to the Recommendation Y.3520 URL according to its approval
She mentioned also the open items to be finalized:

-    Analysis of deliverable to provide its activity domain categorization to be filled in; 
       -    Maintain the publicly published roadmap at JCA-Cloud homepage (based on Appendix B)

· ISO/IEC JTC 1 SC 27 deliverables (Doc 59) : required to rearrange related projects to apply the form
The chairman invited the JCA-Cloud participants to review the current version of the roadmap and provide missing/updated information. No need in any official communication for reviewing the roadmap was identified at this stage.
Doc 98 contained all the agreed new inputs to the roadmap including those from Doc 97 “LS/i/r on invitation to contribute to the cloud computing roadmap population [ref: JCA-Cloud-LS-17]”. 
The JCA-Cloud cloud computing roadmap document was approved by the meeting as appears in Doc 98. Furthermore, the meeting agree to up-date the web according to this version of the roadmap. 
6. Relationship with the other JCAs and SDOs
Doc 0/JCA-Cloud represents the list of current JCA-Cloud members. No change since the JCA-Cloud meeting of June was identified. 
7. Outgoing liaison statement

Doc 99 “ISO/IEC JTC 1 SC27 Liaison Statement to ITU-T JCA-Cloud” invoked some discussions that resulted in preparation of the outgoing liaison statement as appears in Doc 100 “LS/o Handover of ISO/IEC JTC1/SC27 liaison statement to SG13”. Please refer to clause 4 of this report for more details.
8. Participants

According to the list of participants the meeting attracted 20 participants whose names may be found in Doc 101/JCA-Cloud “List of participants”. Five out of them joined the meeting using the remote participation tools.
