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ITU-T JCA-Cloud thanks the SG 2 for approaching us and sharing with us your latest developments in your SG like Recommendations on cloud management (M.occm, M.rcsm, M.mivrcc) as well as for providing input to the cloud computing roadmap.  

JCA-Cloud examined the status of the issue on cloud computing management studies in SG2 with regards to the cloud computing studies in the lead study group on cloud computing within ITU-T, SG13. JCA-Cloud would like to reiterate its position from the previous meeting of JCA-Cloud (August 2013), namely that “Acknowledging that SG13 is a technical SG, is the lead SG on Cloud Computing and it develops reference architecture (RA) since February 2012, further in close cooperation with ISO/IEC JTC1 SC 38/WG3, which covers broader audience of experts than just ITU-T members, the meeting agreed to invite SG2 to align their work and Figure 1 [Figure 1 in Recommendations M.rcsm and M.mivrcc] in particular, with the SG13 work on reference architecture.”
JCA-Cloud encourages SG2 and SG 13 officers to develop the Terms of Reference for possible joint work on cloud computing management and agree upon the approval process.
We are looking forward to continuing a fruitful collaboration with SG 2 in the field of cloud computing management that is important for Cloud Computing studies.
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
