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1. Introduction

The 10th meeting of the Joint Coordination Activity on Cloud Computing (JCA-Cloud), convened by its chairman, Ms Monique Morrow (Cisco Systems, USA), was held on 26 November 2013 as e-meeting. 

At the beginning of the meeting a moment of silence was observed in a kind memory of Richard C. Brackney, Q19/13 Rapporteur and JCA-Cloud member.

The agenda was issued as Doc 108 Rev.1/JCA-Cloud. It was reviewed and approved by the meeting without any request to change. 
2. Previous meeting report review

The meeting reviewed and approved the notes of the previous meeting (29 August 2013, Geneva) as appears in Doc 102/JCA-Cloud. 
3. Overview of the ITU-T cloud computing activities since the last JCA-Cloud meeting
The WP2/13 chairman, Mr. Jamil Chawki, reported progress in SG13 Questions on Cloud Computing based on the Doc 114/JCA-Cloud. He touched base, in particular, on three approved Recommendations on cloud computing in SG13, actual work in progress in each of the three cloud computing Questions in SG13 as well as the interactions with other SDOs and SG2. Mr Chawki also brought to the attention of the meeting the progress in Collaborative Teams meetings (ITU-T SG13 & ISO/IEC JTC1 SC38).  The development of the common text in each CT on cloud computing overview and vocabulary and cloud computing reference architecture respectively continues. The participants were invited to the next CTs meeting that will be held in late April – early May 2014 in Sydney, Australia. 

4. Documentation for the meeting

Doc 103 “LS/i on determination of X.1600 (X.ccsec) [to ITU-T SG13, JCA-Cloud]” is the LS from SG17 to JCA-Cloud and SG13. It informs about the determination of X.1600 (X.ccsec) on security framework for cloud computing. The progress in SG17 reported in this communication was noted by the meeting.
Doc 104 “LS/i from SC 38 Liaison Statement to ITU-T JCA-Cloud on the JCA-Cloud Roadmap” represents the LS from ISO/IEC JTC 1 SC 38 in reply to JCA-Cloud call on roadmap population. It reports one new work item of SC 38 WG 3 on cloud computing SLA framework and terminology that is proposed for inclusion into the cloud computing roadmap. This new piece of information has been included into the next iteration of the roadmap by the Editor as appears in Doc 113. The meeting agreed to this inclusion.

Doc 105 “LS/i on latest status on draft Recommendations ITU-T M.occm, ITU-T M.rcsmn and ITU-T M.mivrcc about Cloud Computing Management [to ITU-T SG13; JCA-Cloud]” is the LS from SG 2. It is designated to WP2/13 and JCA-Cloud and it speaks about the status of M.occm (cloud computing management overview Rec by Q5/2), M.rcsm (requirements for cloud service management Rec by Q5/2) and M.mivrcc (Rec on virtualization by Q7/2). In addition, it addresses some concerns expressed by the WP2/13 in the earlier communication. WP2/13 already replied to this LS from SG2. See this reply in Doc 112 as JCA-Cloud was copied on this reply.

Doc 106 “LS/i/r on invitation to contribute to the cloud computing roadmap population (reply to JCA-Cloud -LS17) [to JCA-Cloud; ITU-T SG13]” represents the LS from SG2 in reply to JCA-Cloud call on roadmap population. It confirms three earlier submissions to the cloud computing roadmap and up-dates the M.mivrcc information that is proposed for inclusion into the roadmap. The meeting agreed on the inclusion of this information into the cloud computing roadmap that is reflected on Doc 113.
Doc 107 “LS/i entitled Update on the Broadband Forum roadmap on Cloud networking” is the LS from Broadband Forum that informs recent BBF activities and achievement, in particular, “Framework for cloud services in broadband networks”. The latter is proposed for inclusion into the roadmap. This was agreed for inclusion.
Doc 109 “LS/i on request for progress on Cloud SLA in ETSI [to ETSI, cc JCA-Cloud]” represents the LS from SG13 (November 2013 meeting) for info for JCA and for action for ETSI. It deals with the progress on cloud SLA and requests to share the SLA for cloud services, a specification of ETSI, with SG13. The document was noted by the meeting.
Doc 110 “LS/i on request for progress on Cloud SLA in TM Forum [to TM Forum, cc JCA-Cloud]” is an LS from SG13 (November 2013 meeting) for info for JCA and for action for TM Forum. It is about the request on progress on cloud SLA and requests to share 4 TM Forum cloud SLA documents with SG13. The meeting noted the provided information.
Doc 111 “LS/i on request for progress on Cloud SLA in ISO/IEC JTC1 SC38 

[to ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC38 and JCA-Cloud]” represents an LS from SG13 (November 2013 meeting). It reports the progress on cloud SLA and requests to provide latest progress on cloud SLA from SC38. The meeting noted the provided information.
Doc 112 “LS/i/r on coordination of work for Cloud Computing Management (Ref.: COM 2-LS 32)” is an LS from SG13 (November 2013 meeting) for comment for JCA and for action for SG2. It is on coordination of work for cloud computing management. It brief, it has 

· An overview of the SG2 cloud computing work from the WP2/13 perspective,

· invitation to SG2 to collaborate and in particular 

· invitation for February meeting of Questions 17/13, 18/13 and 19/13.

During the presentation of this document the meeting listened to the representatives of both SG2 and SG13 on the interactions to date and attempts to solve of the issue of cloud computing management development aligned with the reference architecture work of SG13 and to the mutual benefit of all parties involved. Some clarifications were given on the common projects between two SGs to deliver the joint Recommendation that used to be agreed by the plenary of one and another SG and published with double number. JCA-Cloud meeting agreed to follow the same approach for development of the cloud computing management Recommendations - as joint project among SGs 2 and 13. The LS (as appears in Doc 116/JCA-Cloud) was agreed to be send to SG2 to this end. It calls, in particular, to charge SGs 2 and 13 officers to work together to develop the terms of reference for possible joint work on cloud computing management and agree upon the approval process.

5. Cloud computing roadmap 

Doc 113 “6th Revision of Cloud Computing Standards Roadmap on November 2013” by the Editor represents the revision to the ongoing project in JCA-Cloud that is called the cloud computing roadmap. Doc 113 has annex summarizing the changes performed against the previous (5th) version (the latter is currently available on the JCA-Cloud homepage) and annex with all the deliverables along with their URLs.

The JCA-Cloud Chairman, Ms Monique Morrow, walked the meeting participants though this roadmap highlighting
· Update of CT-CCVOCAB and CT-CCRA according to the change of the status

· Update of ITU-T Y.3511(formerly Y.ccic) according to the consent

· Update of ITU-T X.1600 (formerly X.ccsec) according to the determine

· Add 1 new deliverable of ISO/IEC JTC 1 SC 38 WG 3 on cloud computing SLA

· Update the texts of Broadband Forum according to the change of status
She mentioned also the open items to be finalized:

· Analysis of deliverable to provide its activity domain categorization to be filled in; 
· Maintain the publicly published roadmap at JCA-Cloud homepage (based on Appendix B)

· ISO/IEC JTC 1 SC 27 deliverables (Doc 59) : required to rearrange related projects to apply the form
The chairman invited the JCA-Cloud participants to review the current version of the roadmap and provide missing/updated information. The Doc 115/JCA-Cloud represents the liaison statement requiring the updates from the ITU-T study groups and SDOs. It was agreed by the meeting for dispatching.

Doc 113 contained all the agreed new inputs to the roadmap including those from liaison statements as specified above. 
The JCA-Cloud cloud computing roadmap document was approved by the meeting as appears in Doc 113. Furthermore, the meeting agree to up-date the web according to this version of the roadmap. 
6. Relationship with the other JCAs and SDOs
Doc 0/JCA-Cloud represents the list of current JCA-Cloud members. No change since the JCA-Cloud meeting of June and August was identified. 
7. Outgoing liaison statement

Two outgoing liaison statements were agreed as shown in Doc 115 and 116. Please refer to clauses 4 and 5 of this report for more details.
