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1. Introduction

The 11th meeting of the Joint Coordination Activity on Cloud Computing (JCA-Cloud), convened by its chairman, Ms Monique Morrow (Cisco Systems, USA), was held on 26 February 2014 in Geneva, alongside the set of rapporteur group activities of Study Group 13 meeting (17 – 28 February 2014). 

The agenda was issued as Doc 120 Rev.1/JCA-Cloud. It was reviewed and approved by the meeting without any request to change. 
2. Previous meeting report review

The meeting reviewed and approved the notes of the previous meeting (26 November 2013, e-meeting) as appears in Doc 118/JCA-Cloud. 
3. Overview of the ITU-T cloud computing activities since the last JCA-Cloud meeting
The WP2/13 chairman, Mr Jamil Chawki (Orange, France), presented the progress in SG13 Questions on Cloud Computing based on Doc 130/JCA-Cloud. He said, in particular, that Study Group 13 has Recommendation Y.3511 in the approval process, prepared for consent the new Recommendation Y.DaaS and continue working on draft Recommendation Y.NaaS. In addition, Mr Chawki touched base about the Liaison Statement WP2/13 prepared for SG2 about a joint rapporteur group set up.

Speaking about the progress in Collaborative Teams meetings (ITU-T SG13 & ISO/IEC JTC1 SC38), Mr Chawki noted with satisfaction that no negative comments were received in the ballot for both common texts under development and that there were however lots of comments of technical nature.  The development of the common text in each CT on cloud computing overview and vocabulary and cloud computing reference architecture respectively is approaching its final phase. The participants were invited to the next CTs meetings that will be held in Sydney, Australia, in April – May 2014. 

The progress in SG17 Question on Cloud Computing Security was reported in brief by Mr Martin Euchner, SG17 Adviser, and Mr Mark Jeffrey (Microsoft, USA), Associate Rapporteur for Q8/17. The meeting was informed about the consent of Recommendation ITU-T X.1601. Then Doc 124/JCA-Cloud “LS on possible new work item on cloud computing security components [to ISO/IEC JTC1/SC27/WGs 1, 4, and 5; ITU-T JCA-Cloud]” was presented. Doc 124 informs about a new work item/Recommendation for cloud computing security components including the detailed plan of its development. In this particular part it invoked live discussion as a result of which a short LS to SG13 and 17 was agreed for dispatching. It may be found in Doc 131 and calls in essence for ITU-T SGs 13 and 17 to work together of the issue raised in the LS Doc 124.
The progress on cloud computing issue in SG2 was reported by Mr Yan Lei (China), SG2 representative to JCA-Cloud. The speaker based his intervention on Doc 127/JCA-Cloud and pointed out in particular to the three Recommendations under development in SG2 and the joint work by teleconferences with SG13 to sort out the issues of misunderstanding.

4. Documentation for the meeting

Doc 119 “LS/o/r on invitation to contribute to the cloud computing roadmap population [to JCA-Cloud]” is a liaison from SG12  in reply to LS/o/r on invitation to contribute to the cloud computing roadmap population. It stated that at present, there are no work items related to Cloud Computing under study in SG12. The meeting noted this information.

Doc 121 “LS/r on cloud computing standards roadmap (JCA-Cloud-LS 15, 17, 19) [to JCA-Cloud]” is a liaison from SG5 in reply to the call for population of the roadmap. It contains some updates and new information proposed for inclusion into the cloud computing roadmap. The discussion was mainly focused on the status of the non-normative texts. The meeting felt appropriate to do not include the 8 technical papers proposed by SG5 into the cloud computing roadmap document. L-series Recommendations found its place in the cloud computing roadmap document as approved by the meeting.
Doc 122 “LS/r on the cloud computing roadmap [to JCA-Cloud]” represents the liaison from SG17 in reply to the LS on population of the roadmap. By this document Study Group 17 informed about the approval of Recommendation ITU-T X.1601 “Security framework for cloud computing”.
 Meeting agreed to include this important deliverable into the cloud computing roadmap. Furthermore, the meeting noted discontinuation of the work item draft Recommendation ITU-T X.fsspvn “Framework for a secure service platform for virtual network” in Question 8/17, Cloud computing security, and the cloud computing security Recommendation structure that was  under development in SG17.

Doc 123 “LS on request for Information on virtualization security [to Cloud Security Alliance (CSA), and to ITU-T JCA-Cloud]” is a liaison from SG17 to CSA about the interest in the work on developing specifications for virtualization security and in order to do not duplicate the work requests the current status of such studies from CSA. The meeting noted the information in this liaison.

Doc 125 “LS/i on ISO/IEC JTC1/SC 27 recent WG meetings held in Incheon, Republic of Korea from 21-25 October 2013” is a communication from ISO/IEC JTC1/SC 27 to JCA-Cloud informing about its current work along with attached drafts of outputs of that meeting. The JCA-Cloud meeting noted this document. JCA-Cloud members were invited to comment directly to SC 27 on the outputs of this committee.

Doc 126 “Requirements capture questionnaire related to use of ISO/IEC 27001 for Sector-Specific Applications” is a liaison from ISO/IEC JTC1/SC27/WG1 with the questionnaire on the use of specification ISO/IEC 27001 Information technology -- Security techniques -- Information security management systems – Requirements and potential and missing new security requirements in it.
Since this liaison calls for some inventory of the work done, ongoing or planned in telecommunication sector, the decision was to ask the relevant ITU-T SGs to perform such an exercise. The meeting was of the opinion that SGs 13 and 17 are to be the recipient of such a call that found its shapes in a form of outgoing liaison statement, Doc 129/JCA-Cloud.
Doc 127 “LS/i on coordination of work for Cloud Computing Management (Ref: SG13 - LS 38 -E)” is a liaison from SG2 to JCA-Cloud and for action for SG13. It is a reply to the liaison from JCA-Cloud about possible joint project between SGs 2 and 13 on cloud computing management. LS in Doc 127 was approved by the SG2 management team; it addresses the concerns from SG13 and has agreement to join the February 2014 activity by remote as well as organize a meeting in China.

5. Cloud computing roadmap 

Doc 128 “7th Revision of Cloud Computing Standards Roadmap on February 2014” by the Editor represents the revision to the ongoing project in JCA-Cloud that is called the cloud computing roadmap.
The roadmap Editor, Mr Kangchan Lee (ETRI, Republic of Korea), walked the meeting participants though this roadmap highlighting
· Update of ITU-T Recommendation Y.3511(formerly Y.ccic) according to its AAP status
· Updated text of ITU-T Recommendation X.1601 according to its determination
· Updates to the SG2 deliverables
He mentioned also the open items to be finalized:

-    Analysis of deliverable to provide its activity domain categorization to be filled in; 
       -    Maintain the publicly published roadmap at JCA-Cloud homepage (based on Appendix B)

· ISO/IEC JTC 1 SC 27 deliverables (Doc 125) : required to rearrange related projects to apply the form
· Cloud Standards Customer Council (CSCC) item (Doc 59) : required to rearrange related projects to apply the form

The chairman invited the JCA-Cloud participants to review the current version of the roadmap and provide missing/updated information. No need in any official communication for reviewing the roadmap was identified at this stage.
The JCA-Cloud cloud computing roadmap document was approved by the meeting as appears in Doc 128 Rev.1. Furthermore, the meeting agree to up-date the web according to this version of the roadmap. 
6. Relationship with the other JCAs and SDOs
Doc 0/JCA-Cloud represents the list of current JCA-Cloud members. Changes in lines for representatives of DMTF, SNIA, Cloud Standards Customer Council (CSCC), SG11 and SG13 were agreed. 
7. Outgoing liaison statement

Doc 124 “LS on possible new work item on cloud computing security components [to ISO/IEC JTC1/SC27/WGs 1, 4, and 5” invoked some discussions that resulted in preparation of the outgoing liaison statement as appears in Doc 131 ”LS/o on collaboration on cloud security [to ITU-T SG17]”. In short, it instructs SG13 to discuss an issue raised in Doc 124 and communicate directly with SG17. Please refer to clause 3 of this report for more details.
Doc 129 “LS/o on use of the ISO/IEC 27001 for sector-specific applications [to ITU-T SG13 and SG17]”– outgoing LS to SGs 13 and 17 to reply on questionnaire from ISO/IEC JTC1/SC 27/WG1 about the use of ISO/IEC 27001 Information technology -- Security techniques -- Information security management systems – Requirements. It invites SGs 13 and 17 to inspect their Recommendations in the sense of ISO/IEC 27001 usage and provide replies directly to SC27. Please refer to clause 4 of this report for more details.
8. Participants

According to the list of participants the meeting attracted 24 participants whose names may be found in Doc 132/JCA-Cloud “List of participants”. Eight out of them joined the meeting using the remote participation tools.
9. Next meeting

To gain the participation of people who due to the meeting timing were not able to do it before during their business hours the next JCA-Cloud meeting will be held on Friday, 16 May 2014, 12:00 – 13:30 Geneva time, in a form of an e-meeting.
