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A new liaison statement has been received from SG13.
This liaison statement follows and the original file can be downloaded from the ITU ftp server at http://ifa.itu.int/t/2013/ls/sg13/sp15-sg13-oLS-00064.docx.
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Q19/13 greets SG2, and thanks them for their reply to our recent liaison on Cloud Computing Management.
We also express appreciation to the SG2 experts who were able to call in to our Q19 Rapporteur’s meeting on February 27th, and discuss their responses with us.

During this call it became very clear that there is significant lack of understanding in both directions between SG13 and SG2 cloud computing management experts. It is clear that all experts need to collaborate much more closely so as to reduce the current level of confusion.

JCA-Cloud at its meeting in November of 2013 agreed a Liaison Statement to SG2 on the subject of cloud computing (T13-SG02-140528-TD-GEN-0337).  The Liaison Statement included these statements:

JCA-Cloud examined the status of the issue on cloud computing management studies in SG2 with regards to the cloud computing studies in the lead study group on cloud computing within ITU-T, SG13. JCA-Cloud would like to reiterate its position from the previous meeting of JCA-Cloud (August 2013), namely that “Acknowledging that SG13 is a technical SG, is the lead SG on Cloud Computing and it develops reference architecture (RA) since February 2012, further in close cooperation with ISO/IEC JTC1 SC 38/WG3, which covers broader audience of experts than just ITU-T members, the meeting agreed to invite SG2 to align their work and Figure 1 [Figure 1 in Recommendations M.rcsm and M.mivrcc] in particular, with the SG13 work on reference architecture.”

JCA-Cloud encourages SG2 and SG13 officers to develop the Terms of Reference for possible joint work on cloud computing management and agree upon the approval process.

WP2/13 proposes that a joint rapporteur group be formed to implement the direction of JCA-Cloud.  WP2/13 proposes that Q19/13, Q5/2 and Q7/2 be included in the joint rapporteur group.
SG13 would therefore propose the following terms of reference.

· Cloud computing management Questions from SG13 and SG2 agree to co-located joint Rapporteur meeting(s) and/or joint virtual meetings, collectively to be called the joint Rapporteur group.
· The joint Rapporteur group, upon formation, will decide what should be the list of initial documents that the work will be based on.
· The first task of the joint Rapporteur group is to develop a common understanding of the cloud computing management environment, and the way this fits into the overall standardisation efforts.
· If this is successful, a next step could be agreement on a common set of overall requirements.

· Output documents should be joint work agreed by both SGs.

· Joint Rapporteur group will have one rapporteur appointed by SG13 and one rapporteur appointed by SG2. 

WP2/13 invites SG2 to indicate its agreement to this proposal in time for the SG13 Plenary in July 2014.  Formal SG13 approval could take place at the opening SG13 Plenary so that the joint rapporteur group could begin its work immediately.
