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Dear Liaison Partner,

The MEF Technical Committee has been pursuing a project to augment MEF Ethernet service definitions to better address the on-demand, elastic requirements of Cloud services.  Two classes of dynamic Ethernet service use cases have been addressed: 
1) interconnection of Cloud Service Provider data centers and 2) connection of Cloud Consumers to Cloud Service Providers.  Our initial focus is the dynamic modification of point-to-point service attributes to support the varying communications demands of Cloud services.
Two documents are planned as the output of this project: an Implementation Agreement addressing Carrier Ethernet Services supporting Cloud use cases, and an associated Management Interface model.  The MEF Technical Committee has produced an approved draft of the first document – "Carrier Ethernet Services for Cloud Implementation Agreement".
