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Q19/13 greets the CSA and wishes to share the following points.
ITU-T Study Group 13 Question 19 leads ITU-T's standardization work on end-to-end cloud computing service and resource management, and on some aspects of cloud security. It appears that the CSA already provided the ITU-T with the Trusted Cloud Initiative Reference Architecture which could be useful for future studies of ITU-T.
We kindly request that you update ITU-T SG13 Question 19 with a report of progress made by the Trusted Cloud Initiative Working Group. In particular, please take into account the definition of Trusted Cloud and any others terms related to as well as relevant use cases considered. We would appreciate being updated on progress made on TCI Reference Architecture as well. 
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
