	Ad hoc Group of Council on Cost Recovery for Satellite Network Filings


Dear Sir/Madam,

The ITU Council at its 2002 Session (22 April –3 May), by Decision 510, established an ad hoc Group of Council to consider specified issues relating to cost recovery for satellite network filings. Details of the terms of reference and reporting requirements are set out in Decision 510 (Copy at Annex 1). The ad hoc Group is open to ITU Member States and Sector Members and is chaired by Mr. D. Barrett (United Kingdom). The Group is required to make a report on progress, and recommendations as appropriate, to the ad hoc Group of Council on the financial plan and to the special session of Council to be convened just prior to PP-02.

In order to facilitate the work of the ad hoc group of Council on cost recovery for Satellite Network Filings, a meeting is scheduled from 23 to 25 July 2002 in Geneva. The proceedings of the meeting and associated documentation will be in English only. A draft agenda is attached (Annex 2). Member States and Sector Members are invited to be represented at this meeting. The meeting will open at 0930 hours on Tuesday 23 July 2002 and registration will be possible from 0830 hours on that day. Registration of participants should be by letter or fax (fax No: +41 22 730 5881) as soon as possible but not later than 12 July 2002.
